Summary of Request:
[bookmark: _GoBack]This action is enter into two separate Interagency Agreements with CalOES for staff support services on the fire-related debris removal projects in Mono County and the City of Weed.  The requested Interagency Agreements are up to $60,000 for staff support services provided for the Boles Fire Debris Removal Project in the City of Weed, and up to $60,000 for staff support services provided for the Round Fire Debris Removal Project in the Mono County.
Recommendation:

BACKGROUND:
The Governor proclaimed a State of Emergency in Mono County (County) on February 26, 2015, and ordered the cleanup of the fire-related debris from the Round Fire.  Additionally, the Governor proclaimed a State of Emergency in Siskiyou County under Executive Order B-27-14 on 
October 6, 2014, and ordered the cleanup of the fire-related debris in the City of Weed (City) from the Boles Fire. The County and City requested assistance from CalRecycle’s Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Program (Program) to remove and dispose of the fire-related ash and debris and CalRecycle approved the projects under a Requests for Action dated March 13, 2015, and 
October 6, 2014, and entered into Memorandums of Understanding with both jurisdictions regarding the projects and subsequent reimbursement.

During the debris removal operations, staff support was provided to CalRecycle by CalOES.  CalOES staff provided assistance with determining the reimbursement eligibility of project activities, documenting project activities and progress, assisting CalRecycle staff with proper project documentation consistent with CalOES requirements, and answering questions from residents and local agencies.   

FISCAL INFORMATION:
The interagency agreements for staff support during the Boles Fire Debris Removal Project in the City of Weed and for the Round Fire Debris Removal Project in Mono County are for $60,000 each.  The Solid Waste Trust fund is adequately funded for these agreements and has an unencumbered balance of approximately $4,650,000.  Expenses incurred under these interagency agreements will be fully reimbursable from the local agencies using California Disaster Assistance Act (CDAA) funds.
