Consideration Of Approval Of The Selection Criteria And Award Categories For The Trash Cutters Award Program And The State Agency Recycling Awards Program

I.
SUMMARY 
Reducing our waste by 50 percent requires the combined efforts of local and State government, business, and the public. The progress made over the last decade has been remarkable--reaching a statewide diversion rate of 42 percent in 2000.  This achievement would not have been possible without tremendous effort on the part of local governments and State agencies/facilities throughout the State, providing a wide range of exciting and successful waste reduction programs in their communities.  

In recognizing local government and State agency efforts to implement integrated waste management programs, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) has created two awards programs: 1) the Trash Cutters Awards Program, and 2) the State Agency Awards Program.  In addition to acknowledging outstanding efforts in implementing waste reduction programs, these awards also provide an opportunity for those jurisdictions and State agencies/facilities that are implementing successful programs to share their experiences with others. 
The purpose of this item is to seek approval from the Board on the proposed selection criteria and award categories for the 2001 Trash Cutters Award Program and for the new State Agency Awards Program. This will be the fourth year the Board will recognize local governments and the first year that State Agencies/Facilities will be recognized for their outstanding waste reduction efforts.

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 


At the December 14-15, 1999, Board meeting, the Board approved the 1998 Trash Cutters Award recipients.  At the December 12-13, 2000, Board meeting, the Board considered the 1999 Trash Cutters Award recipients.  At the November 14, 2000, Board meeting, the Board approved the 2000 proposed Trash Cutters award recipients.  Also, the Board directed staff to bring back a consideration item for the Board to provide feedback on the selection criteria and award categories for the 2001 award programs.  Additionally, at that meeting, staff was directed to include a green procurement policy as an eligibility requirement for all applicants.  

At the December 12, 2000 Board meeting, the 2000 Trash Cutters Award recipients were presented with their Trash Cutters Award.

A discussion item was heard at the Board Briefing on April 18, 2001, to seek feedback on the proposed 2001 selection criteria and award categories for the local jurisdiction and state agency awards program.  Board members did not request any changes to the proposed selection criteria or award categories at that time.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 

1. Approve the proposed Trash Cutters Awards and State Agency Awards selection criteria and award categories.

2. Direct staff to make suggested changes to the proposed selection criteria and award categories, and approve the proposed scoring criteria and award categories.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the Board approve the proposed trash cutters awards and state agency awards selection criteria and award categories.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background

In 1998, the Board developed the Trash Cutters Awards Program. This program recognizes local governments for their outstanding efforts in implementing integrated waste reduction programs, and provides an opportunity to share their success with other local governments that may benefit from their experiences.  As a result of positive feedback the Board has received regarding the need to recognize local jurisdiction’s efforts, Board staff is proposing to model the State Agency Awards Program after the local jurisdiction awards program.  

The following is a brief overview of the local jurisdiction and State agency/facility awards programs:

Application Process

Eligible jurisdictions and State agencies/facilities are invited to submit an award application to the Board.  The application form requests that the applicant provide an overview of their program including, cost-effectiveness, impact on the waste stream, transferability of program, demographics, etc.  

For jurisdictions and state agencies/facilities to be eligible the following must be met:

· Programs must still be operating in the evaluation year.  Pilot programs scheduled for expansion in the evaluation year may be considered. 


· Applicants must have a recycled-content or green procurement policy. 


· Programs must include significant involvement on the part of the local government or the State agency/facility and the application must be submitted by the local government agency with responsibility for implementing AB 939 or the State agency/facility responsible for implementing AB 75. 

· Jurisdictions cannot be on compliance during the award cycle.

· State agency/facility must have submitted their waste management plan and have it approved by the Board. 


· State agency/facility must have submitted their State Agency Buy Recycled Program (SABRAC) reports. 


After applications are received and then reviewed for eligibility, an awards panel scores the applications using the proposed selection criteria (see proposed selection criteria in Attachments 1 and 2).  For each award category one award winner is selected (see proposed award categories in Attachment 3 and 4).  In addition, the remaining applicants in each category are deemed honorable recognition recipients.  The proposed award winners and honorable recognition recipients are then submitted to the Board for approval. The award recipients are presented a special plaque at a Board meeting, and the honorable recognition recipients are presented with a certificate of recognition.

Outreach
The application and brochure, which contain the eligibility, selection criteria and award categories, will be placed on the Board’s website and also mailed to all jurisdictions and State agencies/facilities eligible to participate in this years award cycle.  Board staff will also promote the program at regional workshops and Local Task Force meetings, as well as sending information, via e-mail. To promote the local jurisdiction award winners’ successes, the Board has developed case studies for each award recipient and publishes the case studies on the Board’s website at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Trashcutters.  Staff will also develop a web page to publish the case studies of each State agency/facility award recipient.

Timeline

Staff has received feedback from jurisdictions as to changing the timeline for this year’s award program.  Based upon this feedback, for both awards programs staff is proposing by September 1, 2001, to distribute the brochure and application by mail, as well as placing it on the Board’s website.  Applications would be due to the Board by November 1, 2001.  Staff anticipates bringing the proposed award winners and honorable recognition recipients to the Board for approval in December, and the awards would be presented at the January, 2002, Board meeting.


Proposed Award Categories and Scoring Criteria

At the November 14-15, 2000, Board meeting the Board addressed the need to discuss and provide feedback on the selection criteria and award categories for the awards programs.  Also, at the meeting it was recommended that a green procurement policy be an eligibility requirement for all applicants.  The proposed selection criteria are provided in Attachments 1 and 2.  The proposed award categories are identified in Attachment 3 and 4.
