Resolution 2002-745 (Revised)
Consideration Of Adoption Of Proposed Additions And Amendments To Existing Waste Tire Facility Permitting And Storage Regulations

WHEREAS,  Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 40502 authorizes the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to adopt and revise regulations, as necessary; and

WHEREAS,  Commencing with §42800, the Board is vested with responsibility for the administration of waste tire programs.  Specifically the Board must protect public health, safety, and the environment, by establishing technical standards and a permitting program for waste tire facilities and technical standards for solid waste facilities, which handle tires for storage and disposal; and

WHEREAS,  the Board adopted final Waste Tire Facility permitting and storage regulations, which became effective November 3, 1993 amending Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 3, Articles 4.1 and 5.5, and adding Chapter 6; and

WHEREAS,  the Board adopted amendments to the Waste Tire Facility permitting and storage regulations, which became effective March 31, 2000, amending Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 3, Article 5.5, and Chapter 6; and 

WHEREAS,  the board has considered the regulation amending Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 3, Articles 4.1 and 5.5, and Chapter 6; and 

WHEREAS,  the Board provided public notice of the proposed regulation, received comments regarding the proposed regulations and considered appropriate responses to all relevant comments in accordance with Government Code Section 11430 et. Seq., and Title 1, California Code of Regulations, Sections 1 et. Seq.; and

WHEREAS,  the Board has fulfilled all the requirements of Governments Code Sections 11430 et. Seq., and Title 1, California Code of Regulations, Section 1 et. Seq.; and 
WHEREAS,  the Board had determined that the proposed regulatory changes will not have a significant effect on the environment and Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 6, Chapter 3, Article 19, Section 15308 – Actions by Regulatory Agencies for Protection of the Environment, is applicable and therefore the appropriate categorical exemption.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby adopts revised amendments to Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 3, Articles 4.1 and 5.5, and Chapter 6, and directs staff to submit the regulations to the Office of Administrative Law for review and approval.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board finds these regulatory amendments to be exempt from CEQA as identified in Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 6, Chapter 3, Article 19, Section 15308 – Actions by Regulatory Agencies for Protection of the Environment.
