Consideration Of The Amended Nondisposal Facility Element For The Unincorporated Area Of Monterey County

I.
ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT

The Unincorporated Area of Monterey County (County) is amending its Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) by identifying and describing the California Liquid Fertilizer Facility, Central Coast Compost, and T&L Trucking, three new facilities.  In addition, the County is separating its NDFE from the Countywide multi-jurisdictional NDFE and establishing its own, separate document. 

The Permits and Enforcement Division will be presenting an agenda item for the proposed permits for these facilities in the future.

ITEM HISTORY

The Board approved the County’s most recent multi-jurisdictional NDFE amendment on February 18, 2004.

1. Approve the County’s amended NDFE.

ANALYSIS

A.
Key Issues and Findings

1.
Background   
The County has amended its NDFE by adding three nondisposal facilities as noted:

a.
Facility type/location:   The California Liquid Fertilizer (CLF) compost facility is located 2 miles east of Gonzales on Johnson Canyon Road on 2.5 acres.  The CLF generates liquid fertilizer by a fermentation method using processed fish and other organic materials and recovers more than 90% of material accepted.  The CFL has the potential capacity to process approximately 10,000 tons of liquid fertilizer per year.  Most of the materials originate from the unincorporated area of Monterey County.    

Facility capacity:  Approximately 10,000 per year.  

Anticipated diversion rate: 90 percent of materials accepted.   

Participating jurisdictions:  The unincorporated area of Monterey County.

b.
Facility type/location:  Central Coast Compost operation/facility is located 2.5 miles east of Gonzales on Johnson Canyon Road at the Fat City Feed Lot facility.  Central Coast Compost has the potential to process approximately 60,000 tons of feed stock and recovers more than 90 percent of the material accepted.  The commercial-grade compost is sold primarily to local growers; however, other markets are always being considered and pursued.  Most of the materials originate from the unincorporated area of Monterey County.

Facility capacity:    Approximately 60,000 tons per year.

Anticipated diversion rate: 90 percent of materials accepted.   

Participating jurisdictions:  The unincorporated area of Monterey County.

c. 
Facility type/location:   T&L Trucking compost hauling and compost blending business, is located at 745 San Juan Road in Watsonville, California.  T&L has the potential capacity to process approximately 12,000 cubic yards and recovers more than 90 percent of the material accepted.  T&L currently has less than 100 cubic yards of product on-site.  T&L hauls finished product to Santa Clara, San Benito, Santa Cruz, and Monterey Counties.  Most of the materials originate from the unincorporated area of Monterey County. 

Facility capacity:  Approximately 12,000 cubic yards per year.

Anticipated diversion rate:  90 percent of materials accepted.

Participating jurisdictions:  The unincorporated area of Monterey County.

· Environmental Justice Issues.  According to the county representative, there are no environmental justice issues in this community related to this item.
· Efforts at Environmental Justice Outreach.  The County attends approximately 25 community events around the County to promote waste reduction and recycling programs throughout the entire County, including the cities.  All booths are staffed by bilingual English/Spanish speakers, who promote programs in all areas of the County and distribute bilingual information and brochures.  The County is currently developing additional bilingual printed materials.  The County and cities participate in the Central Coast Recycling Media Coalition (CCRMC).  CCRMC is a public-private partnership that pools funding from twenty-four agencies and five private businesses to develop consistent, cost-effective bilingual television and radio advertisements promoting recycling and waste reduction activities.  The County also targets local farmers and businesses in English and Spanish through waste assessments, expo presentations, and workshops.
· Project Benefits.  Updating the County’s NDFE to include descriptions of new or modified nondisposal facilities will allow County residents, and the County, to have a more complete picture of the nondisposal facilities the County will be using to achieve and maintain its diversion requirements.
