Waste Tire Enforcement Program

At its March 20-21, 2001 meeting, the Board adopted the Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program (Five-Year Plan).  One of the principal concerns raised during the Five-Year Plan (September 2001 version) discussion was the need for increased enforcement of applicable statutes and regulations.  Board Members and staff agreed that failure to enforce, or inconsistent enforcement, could create major problems for legitimate businesses.  Law-abiding businesses would have difficulty competing with those who willfully ignore laws, thereby avoiding costs associated with the regulatory process.  Further, failure to enforce the waste tire hauling and storage regulations can lead directly to the creation of illegal waste tire storage piles.  These illegal piles pose potential threats to public health and safety and the environment, particularly when they catch fire.  Therefore when examining our statewide enforcement effort, the Board must take into consideration how sufficient monitoring and adequate enforcement can be assured.

Currently the Board has five field staff assigned to enforce tire regulations throughout the entire State.  Adequate coverage cannot be accomplished without the help of local jurisdictions.  Furthermore, local governments are in a better position to deal with tire enforcement issues in their own jurisdictions.  With this in mind, the Board directed staff to find ways to increase participation in The Waste Tire Enforcement Grant Program.
The Waste Tire Enforcement Grant Program has grown from eight applicants in FY 2001/2002 to 39 applicants in FY 2003/2004.  To increase participation, staff sent out Notices of Funds Available to every county and most cities in the state.  Additionally, staff discussed this grant opportunity with county and city local enforcement agencies (LEAs) at many LEA Round Tables.  Major cities such as San Diego, Los Angeles, and San Francisco attend these meetings regularly to discuss solid waste issues.  Moreover, staff has met with many counties and cities individually to encourage participation in the program.  Furthermore, Board staff members have developed networking relationships with many of our stakeholders over the years.  Staff have used these personal networks to spread the word about how this grant program can help local jurisdictions.  Finally, staff are continuing to focus on areas of the State that have known tire problems, large number of tire businesses, and significant populations.  

As a direct result of the Board’s effort to increase participation in the Waste Tire Enforcement Grant Program, 59% (fifty nine percent) of California’s population is covered by a local grantee (see Table 1).  This percentage will increase to 70% with the expected addition of the City of Los Angeles in FY 2005/2006.  In those counties that have a large percentage of the State’s population such as Orange County, Riverside, Ventura and San Diego County, staff members are continuing to work with them to apply for grants.  Other counties that have large numbers of tire businesses; such as Orange, Stanislaus, Ventura, Solano, Santa Barbara, and Merced were targeted last year and will receive increased attention this year. 
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Currently, any California city, county, special district, joint powers agency, or political subdivision with experience in the enforcement of laws and regulations and the protection of public health and safety and the environment may apply for a grant no mater what their size.  However, the Board may want to consider giving priority to large problem areas or jurisdictions with the most need, thereby limiting funding to jurisdictions with small populations, small numbers of tire businesses, or few illegal tire piles.
