Consideration Of Staff Recommendation To Correct The Base Year For The Previously Approved Source Reduction And Recycling Element; And Consideration Of The Biennial Review Findings For The Source Reduction And Recycling Element, For The City Of Hesperia, San Bernardino County

I.
SUMMARY
If approved, this item will correct the diversion rate calculation base year for the City of Hesperia (City), and accept the findings for the City's implementation of its Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) for the Biennial Review years 1995 and 1996.

Base Year Correction

The City has requested to correct their base year of 1990.  On November 6, 1998, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) approved a base-year correction for another jurisdiction, Victorville, San Bernardino County, in Agenda Item 8.  The City is proposing to use the same method for improving the accuracy of the base-year generation data.

Biennial Review

Staff conducted a biennial review of the City’s SRRE in accordance with the process described in the October 1997, Board-approved Biennial Review process.  The City has successfully implemented its SRRE programs as illustrated in a complete listing of the programs, provided in Attachment 1 of this agenda item.  With the base-year corrected as requested, the City's diversion rate would be 39 percent for 1995 and 38 percent for 1996, thereby exceeding their 25 percent diversion requirement for 1995.

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION
On January 25, 1995, the Board voted to approve the final Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) for the City.  At the time of approval, the diversion projections were consistent with the 25 percent goal for 1995 and the 50 percent goal for 2000.

OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD

The Board may:

1. Adopt the staff recommendation to approve both the City's base-year correction and biennial review findings, or

2. Adopt the staff recommendation to approve only the base-year correction, or

3. Not adopt the staff recommendations.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends Option 1.

V.
ANALYSIS
Base Year Correction

A multi-jurisdictional Solid Waste Generation Study was conducted for the Desert and Mountain Coalition of San Bernardino County to establish the original base year for the jurisdictions in the coalition (i.e., Adelanto, Apple Valley, Barstow, Big Bear Lake, Hesperia, Needles, Twenty Nine Palms, Victorville, Yucca Valley, and Unincorporated San Bernardino County).  Based on that study, Coalition-wide base year disposal was determined to be approximately 380,000 tons.  Based on more accurate Board of Equalization records for landfill disposal in 1990 that was not available when the SRRE was prepared, Coalition-wide base year disposal was determined to be approximately 500,000 tons.  This more accurate disposal amount was then allocated to the jurisdictions within the Coalition, resulting in the corrected base year disposal for the City of Hesperia, as shown in the following table.  Board staff has determined that the request has been adequately documented.  Therefore, staff recommends that the request for correction be approved.

Biennial Review Findings

Staff conducted a biennial review of the City's SRRE in accordance with the process described in the October 1997, Board-approved Biennial Review Process.  The City's diversion rate for 1995 and 1996 using the original base year data, would be 21 percent for 1995 and 20 percent for 1996.  With the base year corrected as requested, the City's diversion rate would be 39 percent for 1995 and 38 percent for 1996.  The City has successfully implemented source reduction, recycling, and public education programs such as a procurement policy, commercial recycling program, concrete and asphalt recycling, and a mixed municipal waste recovery facility.  A comprehensive list of the SRRE programs implemented is provided in Attachment 1 of this agenda item.  For this reason, staff is recommending approval of the biennial review findings.
