Consideration Of A New Full  Solid Waste Facilities Permit (Transfer Facility) For The Alameda County Industries Transfer Facility, Alameda County
I.
ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT
1. This item requests Board concurrence in a new Solid Waste Facilities Permit (SWFP).

2. Pursuant to Public Resources Code, Section 44009, the Board has 60 calendar days to concur or object to the issuance of a full solid waste facilities permit.  The proposed permit and application package were received on May 29, 2007.  Subsequently, a revised proposed permit was submitted on June 5, 2007 with minor changes.  The date or submittal of a proposed permit that would allow 60 days for Board review prior to the July 17, 2007 Board meeting was May 19, 2007. The Board has until July 27, 2007 to act on this permit.  When the proposed permit package was received, the package contained all the items required in Title 27, California Code of Regulations (CCR), Section 21685.

Background

The Alameda County Industries Transfer Facility is an existing municipal solid waste handling facility which has two separately permitted units; one registration tier for a Direct Transfer Facility and another notification tier is a Sealed Container Transfer Operation.  Both facilities have been open since 2003.  The Sealed Container Transfer Operation will remain a separate unit maintaining its notification tier status.  There is also an excluded recycling center activity that will be included as an aspect of the overall transfer station operations.
The proposed new permit is to allow the following:

· The combining of the acreage and capacity of the pre-existing recycling center and direct transfer station into one permitted facility with an increase in tonnage.

· Set a 412 ton per day maximum. 

· Set a 193 vehicle trips per day maximum.

Conformance with County Integrated Waste    Management Plan (CIWMP):  

Public Resources Code Section 50001 requires any new or expanded nondisposal facility to be identified in the applicable jurisdiction's Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) for the proposed permit for that facility to be in conformance with the NDFE.  

The Alameda County Industries Transfer/Processing Facility is identified in the City's amended NDFE.  The Office of Local Assistance staff therefore finds the proposed permit to be in conformance with the City’s NDFE.

Consistency with State Minimum Standards:  

The LEA has consistently found that the operation of the facility complies with the applicable State Minimum Standards.   The LEA inspects the site on a bi-weekly basis.

Board staff inspected the facility on June 6, 2007 with the LEA.  The site was operating in compliance with all State requirements.
B.
Environmental Issues

1. California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)

State law requires compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act through the preparation, circulation and adoption/certification of an environmental document and mitigation reporting or monitoring program or, by determining that the proposal is categorically or statutorily exempt.

The City of San Leandro, acting as Lead Agency, has prepared the following environmental documents for a combined permit for the Alameda County Industries LLC.  

Negative Declaration, State Clearinghouse No. 2007012055 was circulated for a comment period from January 12, 2007 through February 13, 2007.  It was approved by the City of San Leandro on February 15, 2007.  A Notice of Determination was filed with the State Clearinghouse on February 23, 2007.  The Negative Declaration describes the consolidation of the three operations on site that have been operating under the following local approvals: 

· A 1995 Conditional Use Permit for the Recycling Facility to accept up to 132 tons per day, 

· A 2000 Conditional Use Permit for the Transfer/Processing Facility to accept up to 80 tons per day of green waste, 

· A 2001 Conditional Use Permit for the Transfer/Processing Facility to accept up to 50 tons per day of construction and demolitions debris,  

· A 2001 Condition Use Permit for the Transfer Facility to accept up to 150 tons per day of municipal solid waste. 

The Local Enforcement Agency, the County of Alameda Environmental Health Department, has provided a finding that the proposed Solid Waste Facility Permit is consistent with and supported by the environmental documents cited. 

Board staff recommends the environmental document cited above, as adequate for the Board's environmental evaluation of the proposed project for those project activities which are within the Board’s expertise and/or powers, or which are required to be carried out or approved by the Board.
