Resolution 2007-162
Consideration Of Approval Of Utilization Of Board Resources And Contractors Acting Under The Solid Waste Disposal And Codisposal Site Cleanup Program For The Angora Fire Debris Management And Restoration Project
WHEREAS, on June 25, 2007, a state of emergency was proclaimed to exist in El Dorado County as a result of the Angora Fire and the peril to the area; and  

WHEREAS, the Angora fire has damaged or destroyed hundreds of structures and utilities requiring the removal of structural debris and ash for proper disposal; and

WHEREAS, the Angora fire destroyed large amounts of personal property which may not be removed or properly disposed until claims covered by insurance companies are processed, potentially creating a significant delay in property cleanup; and
WHEREAS, expedited property cleanups are necessary to minimize potential post disaster injuries, to prevent the degradation of Lake Tahoe and the North Truckee River, and to enable impacted residents to move forward with rebuilding efforts.; and
WHEREAS, on June 29, 2007, the Chair of the El Dorado County Board of Supervisors requested of the Governor a State-managed debris cleanup in collaboration with El Dorado County; and 
WHEREAS, on July 2, 2007, the Governor issued Executive Order S-09-07, authorizing all State agencies with responsibility, regulatory authority or expertise related to recovery efforts in connection with the Angora fire to cooperate fully and act expeditiously in coordination with the California Resources and Environmental Protection Agencies to facilitate the mitigation of the effects of the fire and the environmental restoration of the Tahoe Basin; and 
WHEREAS, Executive Order S-09-07 also authorized State agencies to enter into contracts as expeditiously as possible and arrange for the procurement of materials, goods, and services necessary to quickly remove dangerous debris and repair damaged resources and suspended, to the extent necessary to address the effects of this emergency, the provisions of the Government Code and the Public Contract Code applicable to state contracts that would prevent, hinder, or delay these efforts, including, but not limited to, advertising and competitive bidding requirements; and

WHEREAS, the Board actively participated on a Multiagency Coordination (MAC) team that developed a plan for the cleanup, removal and disposal of structural debris and ash resulting from the Angora Fire.  This debris management plan proposes a State-managed coordinated cleanup as the preferred option; and
WHEREAS, Public Resources Code Section Sections 48020 et seq. authorizes the Board to implement to Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Program (Program) and to expend funds directly; and
WHEREAS, with the reimbursement of expended funds from the Solid Waste Trust Fund by the California Disaster Assistance Act will not impact the long-term implementation of the Program.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board authorizes the use of Program contracts, available funds and other Board resources to provide technical and cleanup assistance for debris management and related environmental restoration activities resulting from the Angora Fire in accordance with Executive Order S-09-07; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board authorizes the Executive Director, or his designee, to encumber and disencumber funds and augment and enter into contracts as required to implement this assistance project; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board authorizes the Executive Director, or his designee, to negotiate and execute letters, memoranda of understanding (MOUs), and/or agreements with key entities including, but not limited to, the Office of Emergency Services and El Dorado County, for the timely and proper removal and disposal of debris and related environmental restoration activities and to ensure reimbursement of any and all Board funds expended on this assist project.
