Resolution 2007-220
Approval Of A Request To Change The Base Year To 2006 For The Previously Approved Source Reduction And Recycling Element, And Approval Of Transformation Diversion Claim For The City Of Norwalk, Los Angeles County
WHEREAS, PRC Sections 41031 (Cities) and 41331 (Counties) require that information submitted by a jurisdiction on the quantities of solid waste it has generated, diverted and disposed, shall include data as accurate as possible to enable the Board to accurately measure the jurisdiction’s achievement of the diversion requirement pursuant to PRC Section 41780; and

WHEREAS, the City of Norwalk (City) submitted documentation requesting to change its base year to 2006, which it claims is as accurate as possible; and
WHEREAS, a portion of the diversion tonnage originally claimed by the City has been modified as a result of staff verification, is reflected in the staff-revised certification and the jurisdiction is in agreement with the revision; and

WHEREAS, PRC Section 41783 allows a jurisdiction to claim no more than 10 percent diversion credit for materials sent to a transformation facility if the Board determines at a public hearing, based upon substantial evidence in the record, that all of the conditions in that section are met; and

WHEREAS,  the City has claimed 10 percent or less of transformation diversion credit for 2006, and has met the conditions specified in PRC Section 41783 for claiming that transformation diversion credit; and

WHEREAS,  pursuant to Public Resources Code Section 40430, through Board Governance Policy BL-9, the Board has delegated authority to the Executive Director to approve new base years and waste generation studies that are not controversial; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Executive Director, on behalf of the Board, hereby approves the base-year change to 2006 with the staff-recommended changes as noted in this item for the City of Norwalk, and has determined that the City has met the conditions for claiming transformation diversion credit.
