Consideration Of The Amended Nondisposal Facility Element For The County Of San 
Luis Obispo
WHEREAS,
Public Resources Code (PRC) Sections 40900 et seq., describe the requirements to be met by Cities and Counties when developing and implementing integrated waste management plans; and

WHEREAS,
PRC Sections 41730 et seq., require that each City and County prepare and adopt a Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) which includes a description of existing and new solid waste facilities, and the expansion of existing solid waste facilities, which will be needed to implement a jurisdiction's Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE), to enable it to meet the requirements of PRC Section 41780; and

WHEREAS,
the County Of San Luis Obispo has amended its Board-approved NDFE to reflect additions and deletions to the described facilities and has submitted the amended NDFE to the Board; and

WHEREAS, the County Of San Luis Obispo has amended its NDFE anticipating the operation of the following facilities: Chicago Grade Landfill Gasification Facility and  B. Goodrow, Inc., Research Composting Operations; and

WHEREAS, the capacity and anticipated diversion rate of the Chicago Grade Landfill Gasification Facility are unknown at this time and the NDFE will require a future amendment before the operation can be permitted; and

WHEREAS, the County of San Luis Obispo is aware that its NDFE will require a future amendment before the Chicago Grade Landfill Gasification Facility can be permitted but desires to go forward with this amendment in order to update its NDFE; and

WHEREAS, the County Of San Luis Obispo has amended its NDFE by adding the following facilities:  Alpha Produce, B Goodrow, Inc. Composting, Buckeye Enterprises Chip and Grind Operations, Buckeye Enterprises Transfer Station, Cagliero Ranches, Inc. Composting, Chicago Grade Landfill Waste Tire Facility, Paso Robles Composting Co., Paso Robles Landfill Construction and Demolition Debris Processing Facility, Morro Bay-Cayucos POTW Composting, R & R Roll-Off, LLC, Winsor Wood Yard, Engle & Gray, Inc., Health Sanitation Services, and Santa Maria Area Recycling Terminal (SMART); and 

WHEREAS, the County Of San Luis Obispo has amended its NDFE by removing the following facilities:  Grover Recycling, SLOCO Recycles, RALCCO Recycling, ECOSLO Recycling Center, Gator Recycling, Auto Parts Recycling, Wil-Mar Recycling, Coast Recycling, Paso Robles Waste Disposal, Inc., Dirtman Trucking, Rossi Transportation, Southern Pacific Milling Co., Heilman Salvage and Metals, and Grover Recycling; and 

WHEREAS, based on review of the amended NDFE, Board staff found that all of the foregoing requirements have been satisfied and that the amended NDFE substantially complies with PRC Sections 41730, et seq., and recommends approval; and

 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Public Resources Code Section 40430, through Board Governance Policy BL-9, the Board has delegated authority to the Executive Director to approve amendments to NDFEs; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Executive Director, on behalf of the Board, hereby approves the amended Nondisposal Facility Element for the County Of San Luis Obispo.
