Public operations are allowed to operate with less regulatory oversight than private.

ACP supports LEA determination and LEA flexibility in determining what is a “Putrescible.”

C:
Putrescible definition does include “such as but not limited to.” 

Q:
Nuisance definition includes affecting a home?  (since it is part of Putrescible def.)

C:
LEA oversight desired by homeowner for Putrescibles, city oversight not adequate.

C:
City oversight, city planning process and city permitting should have been adequate.

C:
Do not to limit LEA oversight and have LEAs defer regulation to another industry.

C:
Communities recycling more food waste, the result may put operations back into CEQA process (consideration to help for delayed implementation date).

CEQA impacts are a significant issue, jurisdictions/industry will be required to go through CEQA (50% issue will push this) communities’ interests are protected by CEQA so regs. to keep this in mind and allow for process.
