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The Following Four Scenarios Apply to All Applications for New, Revised, or Modified Solid Waste Facility Permits (SWFP)  
Scenario 1 - Completeness where an existing CUP is sufficient for the solid waste facility (SWF) for which the operator is applying:

The enforcement agency (EA) receives an application for a SWFP from the operator where local land use zoning requires a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) and the existing CUP is sufficient for the proposed SWF.  For the application to be deemed “complete” by the EA, a copy of the CUP must be included as part of the application as well as the following information: 
a. Documentation (e.g., letter or standardized form checked and signed) from the local planning agency stating that the proposed use is consistent with local land use entitlements.

or 

b. Self-certification by the operator as described below. 
The application will be deemed “incomplete” by the EA if all of the above information is not included in the application.

Scenario 2 – Completeness where an existing CUP must be revised before the proposed SWF can commence operation: 

Is the same as Scenario 1 with one exception: the EA learns from evidence provided by the applicant that the CUP is being revised or will require revision in order for the operator to carry out the proposed solid waste handling activity (i.e., the existing CUP is not sufficient for the proposed permit).  In this case, the application will be deemed “incomplete” by the EA.    

Scenario 3 – Completeness where a CUP is not required:

The EA receives an application for a SWFP from the operator stating that a CUP is not required (e.g., operation of the proposed facility is allowed “by right” or the owner operator is a local public agency).  For the application to be deemed “complete” by the EA, the following information must be included: 
c. Documentation (e.g., letter or standardized form checked and signed) from the local planning agency stating that the proposed use is authorized under local land use without additional entitlements.
or

d. Self-certification by the operator as described below 
The application will be deemed “incomplete” by the EA if all of the above information is not included in the application.

Scenario 4 – Clarification of correctness 
If the EA learns that the information provided by the applicant is incorrect (e.g., the information self-certified by the operator is found to be false or the information provided by the planning department is later found to be outdated or incorrect as later affirmed in writing by the planning department), the application will be deemed “incorrect” by the EA.  The EA would be required to provide the basis for its determination to the operator, including written documentation from the local planning agency.    

Self-Certification by the Operator:  

Documentation that the operator has submitted a copy of its complete and correct solid waste facilities permit application to the local planning department having jurisdiction over the site and that the operator has notified the planning department of its intent to commence or change operations, and that the operator believes, based on discussions with the local planning department, that the proposed new or changed solid waste handling activity is authorized under local land use ordinances and plans.  The self-certification must also include the following:  the name and title of the local planning department contact, the date of the communication, and a statement by the owner and operator certifying under penalty of perjury that the information which they have provided is true and accurate to the best of their knowledge and belief.
