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SCOPE OF WORK

FOR THE LIGHTWEIGHT FILL AND CIVIL ENGINEERING APPLICATIONS INCENTIVE CONTRACT, FOR FICSAL YEAR 1999/2000

This contract is for engineering/construction oversight of civil engineering projects, which use shredded tires.  This contract will supply technical oversight and assistance for civil engineering projects with municipalities, the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans), and private entities when necessary.  Most projects will be supervised through the design phase and nearing construction phase.  The Contractor will be responsible for coordinating and consulting with the sub-contractors supplying tire shreds and constructing the project.

 Type or work anticipated includes, but is not limited to:

1) Quality Assurance/ Quality Control (QA/QC) of tire shredding production.

2) QA/QC of tire shred/lightweight fill placement at project site.

3) Coordination of tire shredding, stockpiling and hauling of tire-shred fill material.

4) Locating supplies and tire shred material for selected projects through a competitive bid process.

5) Coordination of environmental issues with pertinent regulatory agencies.

6) Construction management, including daily work-logs and construction reports.

7) Conduct long term monitoring of tire-shred projects.

The scope of investigation may vary significantly, but oversight, testing, sampling and coordination with local agencies and other activities above are expected to be required at several different sites at the same time.  Firms interested in this Contract must be able to provide staff with technical abilities, in sufficient numbers to ensure cost effective and timely project completion.
