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12. Legal Description of Facility:

The legal description of this facility is contained in appendix 3 of the Report of Disposal Site Information dated October, 2006.

13. Findings:

a. This permit is consistent with the Sonoma County Integrated Waste Management Plan, which was approved by the CIWMB on
March 16, 2004. The location of the facility is identified in the Nondisposal Facility Element, pursuant to Public Resources Code
(PRC), Section 50001(a).

b. This permit is consistent with the standards adopted by the CTWMB, pursuant to PRC 44010.

¢ The design and operation of the facility is consistent with the State Minimum Standards for Solid Waste Handling and Disposal as
determined by the enforcement agency, pursuant to PRC 44009,

d. The Shell Vista Fire Protection District has determined that the facility is in conformance with applicable fire standards, pursuant to
PRC, 44151.

e. A Negative Declaration was filed with the State Clearinghouse (SCH #2006082096) and certified by the Sonoma County Board of
Supervisors on December 12, 2006. The Negative Declaration describes and supports the design and operation, which will be
authorized by the issuance of this permit. A Notice of Determination was filed with the State Clearinghouse on December 14, 2006.

14. Prohibitions:
The permittee is prohibited from accepting the following wastes:
Hazardous, radioactive, medical (as defined in Chapter 6.1, Division 20 of the Health and Safety Code), liquid, designated, or
other wastes requiring special treatment or handling, except as identified in the Report of Facility Information and approved
amendments thereto and as approved by the enforcement agency and other federal, state, and local agencies.

The owner/operator shall submit the results of all self monitoring programs to the Enforcement Agency within 30 days of the end of
the reporting period (for example, 1st quarter = January — March, the report is due by April 30, etc.. Information required on an

annual basis shall be submitted with the 4th quarter monitoring report, unless otherwise stated.)

Program Reporting Frequency
a. The types and quantities (in tons) of waste, including separated or commingled recyclables, Monthly
entering the facility per day.

The operator shall comply with all State Minimum Standards for solid waste handling and disposal as specified inTitle 14, California
Code of Regulations.

The operator shall maintain a log of special/unusual occurrences. This log shall include, but is not limited to, fires, explosions, the
discharge and disposition of hazardous or unpermitted wastes, and significant injuries, accidents or property damage. Each log
entry shall be accompanied by a summary of any actions taken by the operator to mitigate the occurrence. The log shall be
available to site personnel and the EA at all times.

Additional information concerning the design and operation of the facility shall be furnished upon request and within the time frame
specified by the EA.

The maximum permitted daily tonnage for this facility is 760 tons per day and shall not receive more than this amount without a
revision of this permit.

This permit is subject to review by the EA and may be suspended, revoked, or revised at any time for sufficient cause.

The EA reserves the right to suspend or modify waste receiving and handling operations when deemed necessary due to an
emergency, a potential health hazard, or the creation of a public nuisance.

Any change that would cause the design or operation of the facility not to conform to the terms and conditions of this permit is
prohibited. Such a change may be considered a significant change, requiring a permit revision. In no case shall the operator
implement any change without first submitting a written notice of the proposed change, in the form of an RFI amendment, to the EA
at least 180 days in advance of the change.

A copy of this permit shall be maintained at the facility.

The contents of the process waste water contamination tank shall be evacuated by a licensed hauler when the tank reaches three-
quarters capacity and shall be transported to a permitted wastewater treatment plantfor disposal.

No more than 300 cubic yards or 75 tons of refuse are allowed to remain on the tipping floor at the end of each operating day.
Removal of all refuse from the tipping floor within 48 hours of receipt is required.

No more than 150 cubic yards of wood debris and/or yard debris are allowed to remain on the tipping floor at the end of the
operating day.

Wood debris and/or yard debris shall be removed from the tipping floor as often as necessary to preclude temperatures exceeding
122 degrees Fahrenheit and to minimize the attraction, breeding and/or harborage of vectors.

The end of the operating day, for the purpose of compliace with LEA Conditions 17; and , is defined as 7:00 a.m., when the facility
opens to the public for the receipt of solid waste.

The receipt of solid waste at this facility is limited to the public hours of operation of 7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. The expanded operator
hours of operation from 4:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. allow for solid waste processing, compacting, loading transfer trailers, out hauling
solid waste from the facility, but do not include the receipt of solid waste. Waste will be accepted only during current public hours
of operation (7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.).

A sign will be placed on the access road for outbound transfer trailers to avoid use of engine exhaust brakes between the hours of
10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. The refuse haulers will also be told this on a regular basis, and the language will be included in future
hauling contracts with the County that engine exhaust brake use is restricted.

Recycle materials that are salvaged on the tipping floor shall be collected in containers for delivery to the adjacent recycling area
when full or within 90 days, whichever is less.

The acceptance of medical waste, hazardous waste, designated waste, sludge, liquid waste containing greater than 50 percent water
by weight, ash, radioactive material, concrete greater than 3 feet on a side or 6 inches thick, dead animals, or any other special waste
requiring special handling is prohibited.

Hazardous wastes recovered from the refuse shall be properly stored and removed from the premises by a hazardous waste hauler,
not less than every 90 days. All elements of the Household Hazardous Waste Exclusion Program shall be operated in strict
adherence to the requirements of the CCR, Title 22, DHS guidelines. The DTPW Generator ID # is CAL 000059365.
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
