Consideration Of Grant Awards For The Targeted Rubberized Asphalt Concrete Incentive Grant Program (Tire Recycling Management Fund, FY 2006/07)
WHEREAS, Public Resources Code Section 42872 authorizes the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to issue grants to local governments involved in activities that result in reduced landfill disposal of used whole tires and reduced illegal disposal or stockpiling of used whole tires; and

WHEREAS, in May 2005, the Board allocated two million, one hundred eighty-two thousand, eight hundred eighteen dollars ($2,182,818) for Fiscal Year (FY) 2006/07 for funding the Targeted Rubberized Asphalt Concrete (RAC) Incentive Grant Program in its approval of the Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program (3rd Edition); and
WHEREAS, in October 2006, the Board allocated an additional four million dollars ($4,000,000) for the Targeted RAC Incentive Grant Program for FY 2006/07; and 
WHEREAS, on September 20, 2005, the Board approved the Eligibility Criteria, Priority Categories and Evaluation Process for the Targeted RAC Incentive Grant Program for FY 2005/06 and FY 2006/07; and

WHEREAS, on February 14, 2006, the Board revised the Eligibility Criteria, Priority Categories and Evaluation Process for the Targeted RAC Incentive Grant Program for FY 2005/06 and 
FY 2006/07 by implementing monthly grant awards; and
WHEREAS, on December 7, 2006, the Board revised the Eligibility Criteria, Priority Categories and Evaluation Process for the Targeted RAC Incentive Grant Program for FY 2006/07; and 
WHEREAS, staff reviewed and evaluated all qualified grant proposals based on the approved eligibility criteria and evaluation process; and

WHEREAS, the award of the Targeted RAC Incentive Grant Program for FY 2006/07 is contingent upon, and subject to, the availability of funds allocated for this Grant Program.
