SUBJECT: CITY OF CERRITOS — COMPLAINCE ORDER EXTENSION REQUEST

Dear Mr. O'Shaughhessy,

Per my conversation with Michael Chen, the City of Cerritos hereby formally requests a
ninety (90) day extension to Compliance Order IWMA BR07-02.

Over the past several weeks, the City has been engaged in negotiations for a franchise waste
hauling and recycling agreement with CalMet Services, Inc. that will include a 3-cart
residential recycling program. Per the terms outlined in City’s Compliance Order issued by
the California Integrated Waste Management Board, the City must have an enhanced
residential recycling program fully implemented no later than December 31, 2007.

While the City has made significant progress in its negotiations with CalMet Services, the
parties have yet to reach final agreement on all the terms outlined in the proposed contract.
As of today, the City and CalMet have reduced the list of unresolved negotiation points to the
following:

- the minimum acceptable.recovery rate for commercial bin service

- the minimum acceptable recovery rate for roll-off service

- the minimum number of tons to be sent for transformation annually

- how to calculate annual rate adjustments

- various recently submitted changes to contract verbiage by CalMet’s legal council

At our latest negotiation meeting, held today, the City and CalMet Services continued to
make significant progress in negotiations. In fact, the City continues to push the pace of
negotiations and has scheduled the next negotiation meeting for Friday, October 5th. At this
meeting, we are hopeful that the final unresolved negotiation points will be resolved.

Should we reach final agreement with CalMet within the next two weeks, we are anticipating
bringing a final contract to the Cerritos City Council for approval no later than November 8,
2007. In an implementation timeline submitted by CalMet, it is estimated that full program
implementation will take no more than four. months from contract commencement. With
potential contract commencement scheduled no later than November 8th, full program
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implementation would be completed no later than March 2008.

Therefore, the City of Cerritos hereby respectfully requests your consideration for a three
month extension to Compliance Order #IWMA BR0O7-02.

Thank you for your consideration in this matter. I look forward to hearing from you soon.
