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CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WASTE MANAGEMENT BOARD

Resolution 2008-158
Consideration Of Scope of Work For An Outreach and Education Campaign To Promote The Use of Tire Derived Products (Tire Recycling Management Fund, FYs 2008/09 And 2009/10)
WHEREAS, the California Tire Recycling Act (Public Resources Code [PRC] Sections 42860 et seq.) established the waste tire program for the State of California and assigns responsibility for its implementation to the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board); and
WHEREAS, Senate Bill (SB) 876 (Escutia, Statutes of 2000, Chapter 838) directs the Board to administer a tire recycling program that promotes and develops alternatives to the landfill disposal and stockpiling of waste tires; and
WHEREAS, the Board receives an annual appropriation from the California Tire Recycling Management Fund to administer the California Tire Recycling Act (SB 937, Vuich, Statutes of 1990, Chapter 35) (PRC Sections 42860 et seq.); and
WHEREAS, on June 12, 2007, the Board approved the document, Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program –4th Edition Covering Fiscal Years 2006/07 – 2011/12, (Five-Year Plan), which establishes goals for the Board to reduce the number of tires generated by Californians from the current 1.1 tires per person per year to .75 by the year 2015 and to increase the annual waste tire diversion rate to 90% by the year 2015; and 

WHEREAS, in 2006, approximately 10.6 million of the 42 million waste tires generated by Californians (25.2%) were disposed of in landfills or illegally dumped; and

WHEREAS, the Five-Year Plan includes allocations of one million eight hundred thousand dollars ($1,800,000) for both FY 2008/09 and FY 2009/10 to conduct Quiet Roads and Targeted Local Jurisdiction Outreach for RAC and Civil Engineering applications; and
WHEREAS, Californians can purchase recycled-content products and encourage their local governments to purchase recycled products, thereby helping to divert waste tires and other recyclable wastes from landfilling; and
WHEREAS, in April 2008, the Board directed staff to combine the efforts of Quiet Roads and Targeted Local Jurisdiction Outreach creating a joint campaign to educating consumers and residents of the benefits of RAC and tire-derived products; and

WHEREAS, the Board seeks a contractor to provide assistance in development and management of materials, develop and provide promotional opportunities, and continue the successful grassroots outreach efforts of the former Green Roads outreach campaign in accordance with the objectives of the Five-Year Plan:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves the Scope of Work for an Outreach and Education Campaign to Promote the Use of Tire Derived Products contract, in an amount not to exceed one million two hundred thousand dollars ($1,200,000) to be funded from the Tire Recycling Management Fund Fiscal Years (FYs) 2008/09 and 2009/10, subject to availability of funds and enactment of the Budget Act for all FYs and directs staff to proceed with a Request for Proposal and to select a contractor to be approved by the Board.
