Consideration Of Scope Of Work For A Public Outreach Effort To Promote The Use Of Reusable Bags (Integrated Waste Management Account, FY 2008/09)

WHEREAS, on July 29, 2008 Governor Schwarzenegger launched a historic action plan to address challenging ocean and coastal management issues along the West Coast. As part of the plan, California, Oregon and Washington will work together, along with the Federal Working Group, on 26 bold actions which include help to combat polluted runoff and reduce marine garbage, among other items; and

WHEREAS,  in support of Strategic Directive 3.5 – “work with other state agencies to minimize litter and the uncontrolled release of materials harmful to the environment” – staff  has identified a means to help minimize litter and reduce plastics and organics waste generated in California by limiting or reducing the need to use one-time plastic and paper carry-out bags; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed Scope of Work presented in this agenda item would help eliminate these pollution runoff materials by changing consumers’ behavior and attitudes toward the use of reusable bags, making them a better and more viable  option compared to the use of paper or plastic carry-out bags, and
WHEREAS, seventy-nine thousand dollars ($79,000) of Integrated Waste Management Account Consulting & Professional funds are available to fund Fiscal Year 2008/09 Allocation Proposals pending enactment of the 2008/09 budget; and
WHEREAS, the Board has approved the funding of Allocation Proposal 2008-D-3, tied to Strategic Directives 3.5, in an amount not to exceed seventy-nine thousand dollars ($79,000) for a public outreach and education campaign for the promotion of reusable bags.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board approves the Scope of Work for an outreach and education campaign on the use of reusable bags and funding in an amount not to exceed seventy-nine thousand dollars ($79,000) from the Integrated Waste Management Account, subject to the availability of funds and enactment of the FY 2008/09 Budget Act.
