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Background

Sacramento County Environmental Management Depariment is the
Local Enforcement Agency (LEA), authorized by Division 30 Public
Resources Code (PRC), Section 43208 and Title 14 California
Code of Regulations, Sections 18051 and 18084 for solid waste
code enforcement in Sacramento County. In accordance with Title
14, California Code of Regulations (14CCR), Section 17211 st al,
the LEA is authorized to enter into a stipulated agreement with an
Operator of a permitted solid waste facility for the purpose of
granting a Temporary Waiver of Terms of a Solid Waste Facility
Permit (SWFP).

Tha North Area Recovery Station was issued a revised Solid Waste
Facility Permit on May 16, 2002 to operate a Large Volume
Transfer Station/MRF and Permanent Household Hazardous Waste
Facility. The site is parmitted to accept a maximum fonnage of 1800
tons per day and 834 vehicles per day.

The operator informed the LEA that on March 16, 2005 that the
vehicle count of 834 had been exceeded on the previous wesekend.
The notification identified actions that the Operator would take to
investigate the situation to see If the increase in fraffic was a one-
time incident or the start of a pattem. The operator would then take
appropriate measures to avoid a permit violation. The Operator
axpressed concemn that the option to close the gates would result in
additional illegal dumping creating a potential public health hazard
along Roseville Road. A subsequent notification by the Operator on
April 6, 2005 identified 2 number of dates that the maximum vehicle
count had been exceedead. In this notification the operator stated
that they would analyze the physical layout and operations to
determine if the facility could increase the current limits of the
axisting permit. The facility would then devalop a timetabls for
revising the Solid Waste Facility Permit. By the end of May 2005
there appeared to be a pattern emerging that the facility was
experiencing an unexpected growth in private vehicle traffic.

The Operator informed the LEA that an application package for a
revised Solid Waste Facility was being developed. A draft RF] and
application form have been submitted to the LEA for review.

On June 23, 2005, LEA staff received a request from the operator
of North Area Recovery Station for a Stipulated Agreement to
temporarily waive the maximum vehicle limit of 834 until the facility
can recelve a revised Solid Waste Facility. The Operator continues
to be reluctant to tum away the private vehicle traffic in order to
avoid illegal dumping. However, they are prepared to do so to avoid
a uiulgtjnn at the July inspection if the Stipulaied Agreement is not
issued.
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SWFP
Term/Condition
Waiver Requested

The Solid Wasta Facility Permit authorizes the maximum of 834
vehicles (one way) per day at NARS. The operator has requesied to
waive the maximum of 834 vehicles per day until a Revised Solid
Waste Facility Permit is received for the facility.

LEA Determination

In accordance with the requirements found in 14 CCR 17211.4, the
LEA has made the following determinations:

» The Operator holds a valid SWFP

» The facility is in compliance with state minimum standards
and the terms and conditions of the SWFP.

» Operation under the terms of the stipulated agreement will
not pose a threat to public health or safaty or the
environment.

The traffic pattern analysis over that last year had not indicated a
changs in the overall traffic pattern. Therefore, the sudden increase
in the private vehicle traffic count was unforeseen by the facility.

Closing the gate to vehicle traffic would likely lead to mare illegal

dumping in an area which has been shown to be a problem area.
This would create more potential for a public health and nuisance
due to the lack of alternatives for solid waste disposal in the north
area of the county.

The operator has submitted a draft application package to the LEA
for a revised Solid Waste Facility Permit to increase in traffic
volumes at NARS.

Terms and
Conditions of
the Agreement

The request to increase vehicle counts to 1300 per day is granted
for a period not to exceed 90 days from the date of issuance,
subject fo the following terms and conditions:

» This stipulated agreement will commence on July 1, 2005
and will expire on September 30, 2005. A request for
extension to this expiration date may be submitted for just
cause at least 10 days prior to the end of the waiver period.

» The Operator shall not excead the permitted vehicle count
more than 20 days per month

= The Operator shall implement internal measures at the
facility to avoid any back up of traffic onto Roseville Road
from the operations at NARS.

» The Operator shall return to the permitted 834 vehicles if
any other problems arise at tha facllity as a rasult of this
waiver,
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Terms and = No other term or condition of the Solid Waste Facility Permit
Conditions of may be violated during the peried of this agreement.

» NARS will continue to operate in compliance with all

Cemtatied applicable codes and regulations.

= The Operator shall submit to the LEA a complets application
package for a Revised Solid Waste Facility Permit #34-AA-
0002 by August 1, 2005,

» This stipulated agreement shall be effactive as to sach party
as of the date such party signs the agreement documents.

» This stipulated agreement can be revoked or cancelled by
tha LEA without advance notice in accordance with 14CCR
17211.2 (g).

Reporting The Operator shall submit a written report to the LEA within 10 days
Requiremeants prior fo the termination date of the stipulated agreement.
The written report shall include:

1. Information regarding changes in operation or design that
took place as a result of the stipulatad agreemant.

2. Description of steps taken to find a longer term and/or
parmanant solution to address unforeseeable
circumstances.

3. Either a request to discontinue the stipulated agreement on
a date cartain, or a request to continue the stipulated
agreement for another 90 days.

4, If the agreement is extanded beyond the initial 90 days, the
Operator shall submit a subseguent report once every 10
days prior to a termination date of the stipulated agreement.

Ponaltles for Should the owner/operator not comply with the Terms and
Non- Conditions of this Stipulated Agreement one or moare of the
Compliance following may be applied:

¥» Administrative civil penalties will be sought of up to $5,000
per day per viclation pursuant to Division 30 PRC, Saction
45011;

¥ Civil penalties may be sought of up to $10,000 per day per
violation for statutory violations pursuant to Division 30 PRC,
Section 45023;

» The LEA may petition the Sacramento County Superior
Court to enjoin the violations and impese other appropriate
injunctive relief;

¥» Continued violation after obtaining injunctive relief may be
punishable as Contempt of Court.
