Once enrolled a free
introduction kit inclusive of 2 collection containers and mail back packaging will be provided.
Continued replenishment will be offered upon request and return of any prior container.

Il. Educating Patients

Web site in order to educate patients and the greater community. We will also proactively reach
out to patient and professional organizations in the state of California to make them aware of
EMD Serono’s plan to comply with SB 486. Further, we will encourage patients to call our toll-
free support service for any questions that they have related to the safe collection and disposal
of waste devices.
