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SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION

With the passage SB 744 (McCorquodale, 1993) and the subsequent regulations, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) has been regulating the transportation of used and waste tires.  Waste Tire Hauler Registration standards were designed to prevent environmental catastrophes and adverse impacts to public health and safety due to improper transportation and storage of used or waste tires.  AB 117 (Escutia, 1998) was signed into law requiring the Board to prepare a report to the legislature on the current waste tire program and to make recommendations by June 30, 1999 for needed changes.  The Board adopted the final version of the report entitled “California Waste Tire Program Evaluation and Recommendations” at its 

June 22, 1999 meeting.  SB 876 (Escutia, 2000) was passed by the Legislature changing the tire statutes to better serve the regulated community and to protect public health and safety and the environment.  Many of the changes presented in this package are a result of either the passage of SB 876, or recommendations in the AB 117 Report.  Additional changes have been made as a result of administering these regulations for the past 6 years.  

Existing definitions for the waste tire hauler registration or manifesting programs appear in either section 42950 of the Public Resources Code, and Chapter 3, Article 4.1 and Chapter 6, Article 8.5 of Title 14, California Code of Regulations.  Some of these definitions are redundant. Therefore, some sections or parts thereof, have been added, moved, defined or re-defined, or removed due to duplication, changes created by SB 876, or from experience from administering the present regulations.  

Chapter 6 - Language was added to the existing title for clarity; the words “and Tire Manifests” were added to incorporate the changes in regulation.

Article 8.5 - Language was added to the existing title for clarity. Wording was incorporated to include manifesting requirements for used and waste tire haulers, tire dealers, used and waste tire generators, and end-use facilities.


§ 18449 (a) – The former section 18449(a) was deleted because it was unnecessary.  New language was added for clarity.  The new subsection more accurately reflects the subject matter of this Article.   

§ 18449 (b) – An acronym was deleted in this subsection for uniformity. 

§ 18450 – The words  “Purpose and” were deleted from the existing title for clarity because the proposed changes in this section pertain to definitions only, and most of the language concerning the purpose of these regulations was moved to section 18449(a). 

§ 18450 (a) – Language in this subsection was deleted. and most of the language was moved to section 18449(a).

§ 18450 (b) – This subsection is being re-numbered to section 18450. Language has been added/deleted for the purposes of clarity. 

§ 18450 (b)(1) – The existing definition is being deleted because it is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42950 (a). 
§ 18450 (b)(2) - The existing definition is being deleted because it is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42950 (c). 

§ 18450 (b)(3) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(1).

§ 18450 (b)(4) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(2). 

§ 18450 (b)(5) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(3).  A new § 18450 (b) (5) definition was added to clarify the acronym “CIWMB”.


§ 18450 (b)(6) – This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(4). 
§ 18450 (b)(7) – This existing definition is being deleted because California Evidence Code § 902 provides that a civil proceeding is any proceeding except a criminal proceeding. The existing regulation conflicted with this statute.

§ 18450 (b)(8) – This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(6). 
§ 18450 (b)(9) – This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(7).  A new section (b)(9) is added defining “end-use facility”. 

§ 18450 (b)(10) – This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(8).  

§ 18450 (b)(11) - This existing definition is being deleted because it is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42950 (e).  

§ 18450 (b)(12) – This existing definition is being deleted because it is already defined and further clarified in § 18450 (b) (8).  A new § 18450 (b)(12) has been added defining the term “load”.
§ 18450 (b)(13) – This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(10) and additional language is added/deleted for clarity. The acronyms are being removed and spelled out, and the wording  “used or” has been added to conform to the Public Resources Code.

§ 18450 (b)(14) - This existing definition is being deleted because it is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42950 (e).  

§ 18450 (b)(15) - This existing definition is being re-numbered to section (b)(11) and language is being added/deleted for clarity. 

§ 18450 (b)(16) - This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(13) and language is being added/deleted for clarity.  

§ 18450 (b)(17) - This existing definition is being deleted because this term is referenced in 

§ 18450 (b)(13).  

§ 18450 (b)(18) - This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(14) and language is added/deleted for clarity to show the parties involved with this process.   The language “from the point of origin to the processing, collection, storage, or disposal facility” was removed because it is further clarified in this Article. A new § 18450 (b)(18) was added to define the Tire Trip Log and include form #648 into Title 14, Appendix A. 

§ 18450 (b)(19) – This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(15) and language was added/deleted to include all parties within this definition.  A new § 18450 (b)(19) was added to define “Trip” as it pertains to manifesting.

§ 18450 (b)(20) - This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(16) and language has been added/deleted for clarity.  A new § 18450 (b)(20) is being added to define “Used and Waste Tire Generator” as it pertains to manifesting.

§ 18450 (b)(21) - This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(17).

§ 18450 (b)(22) - This existing definition is being deleted because the term “storage facility” is referenced in section 18450 (b)(9) and section 18450 (b)(10). 

§ 18450 (b)(23) - This existing definition is being deleted because  “store” is referenced in Chapter 3, Article 4.1, § 17225.705. 
§ 18450 (b)(24) – This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(21) and language was added/deleted for clarity.  Specifically, the Vehicle Identification Number and Vehicle License Plate Number will be included as part of the definition of vehicle description, thus making existing sections (b)(25) and (b)(26) unnecessary.  


§ 18450 (b)(25)  - The existing definition is being deleted because this term is referenced in proposed § 18450 (b) (21). 

§ 18450 (b)(26) - This existing definition is being deleted because this term is referenced in proposed § 18450 (b)(21). 
 

§ 18450 (b)(27) - This existing definition is being deleted because the term “waste tire” is referenced in Public Resources Code, § 42950 (k). 

§ 18450 (b)(28) - This existing definition is being deleted because it is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42961.5 (a)(2) which states “Waste and Used Tire Hauler” means any person required to be registered with the Board pursuant to Public Resources Code § 42951 (a).

§ 18450 (b)(29) - This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(22) and language was added/deleted to conform with Public Resources Code § 42956 (a). 

§ 18450 (b)(30) - This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(23).

§ 18450 (b)(31) - This existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (b)(24) and language is added/deleted for clarity to make clear that the California Uniform Waste And Used Tire Manifest System consists of the Manifest Form and the Tire Trip Log.

§ 18451 – Language is being added/deleted in the title to clarify the applicability of this section.   Language following the title is deleted because this statement is too generalized.


§ 18451 (a) – This existing subsection (a) is being re-numbered to (b) and language is added/deleted to clarify that the transportation of new tire adjustments is not considered for the purposes of these regulations to be used or waste tire hauling. In addition, a new § 18451 (a) was added to clarify who is required to comply with the regulations.

§ 18451 (b) (1) - (6) –This subsection is being deleted so that the exemption for foreign haulers is removed.   By enforcing the registration and manifest requirements against foreign haulers, enforcement of these regulations will be more uniform. In existing regulation, if the foreign hauler qualifies with the current criteria, they are not required to post a $10,000 surety bond or to complete the manifesting requirements; therefore, the manifest program is not as effective as it can be. By eliminating this subsection, the foreign hauler would be required to compete with the waste tire haulers in California with no special privileges.

§ 18451 (c) - This subsection is being added to exempt transporters of  “Tire Derived Product” from being required to be registered as waste tires haulers while transporting this material that has been deemed a product by the Board.  This regulation makes it clear that a letter of authorization and a bill of lading is required to be possessed by the carrier while transporting this product from the processing location to the end-use facility. 

§ 18452 (a)(1) - (5)  & (b)(1) - (2)  - These sections are being deleted because the exemptions listed in these sections are referenced in Public Resources Code § 42954. 

§ 18453 – Language was added in the title to conform with the revised Public Resources Code.

§ 18453 (a)(1) - (9) – Language in this subsection is added/deleted to clarify what information the Board requires for haulers to obtain the agricultural or common carrier exemptions for hauling used or waste tires. A list of requirements were added to ensure that all information would be accurate, complete, and signed under penalty of perjury by the operator in an effort to make an appropriate determination on the Exemption.
§ 18453 (b)(1) - (3) – Language in this subsection was added/deleted for further clarification. The Board’s processing time to respond back to the applicant was reduced from 45 days to 30 days to be consistent with other time frames in these regulations. 

§ 18453 (c) – This subsection was added to clarify that the Board will issue an exemption document for agricultural or common carrier haulers and that this document is required to be carried in the vehicle(s) while transporting used or waste tires.

§ 18453.1 - Grammatical changes were made in the title and within the section.
§ 18453.2 (a)  - Language is added/deleted to further clarify this subsection is in reference to Public Resources Code § 42954 (a)(6) and (a)(7). In addition, changes were made to reflect the consistency of the expiration dates for hauler registration throughout these regulations. 

§ 18453.2 (b) - Language is added/deleted to further clarify this subsection is in reference to Public Resources Code § 42954 (a)(6) and (a)(7) and the the exemption status for agricultural or common carrier haulers.

 
§ 18453.2 (c) - Language is added/deleted to further clarify this subsection. The word “renewed” is changed to “submitted” to conform to the intended meaning of this regulation. In addition, changes were made to reflect the consistency of the expiration dates for hauler registration throughout these regulations.

§ 18454 (a) - Language is added/deleted to further clarify this subsection. Verbiage is changed from “may” to “shall” to make it clear that registration is a requirement and a waste tire hauler application must be completed when transporting 10 or more used or waste tires unless exempted by § 18451. The referenced application form (CIWMB 60, 9/02) and surety bond (CIWMB 61, 2/02) were amended and referenced in Appendix A as to where these documents can be found.

§ 18454 (a)(1) – The subsection is added for clarification so that anyone listed under a hauler’s registration or carrying the registration card or decal of a hauler is an agent of that hauler.


§ 18454 (b) - Language is added/deleted to simplify when the applicant may submit a waste tire hauler application form. 

§ 18454 (c) – Language is added/deleted to reflect the consistency of the expiration dates for hauler registration throughout these regulations.

§ 18454 (d) – Language is added/deleted to reflect the consistency of the expiration dates for hauler registration throughout these regulations. Additionally, “applied to” is added and “renewed” is changed to “renew” to accurately depict the waste tire hauler application process.  Other grammatical changes are also made to the subsection.


§ 18454 (e) – Grammatical changes are made to the subsection. 

§ 18454 (f) – This subsection is being added to clarify that only waste tire hauler vehicles that are registered and listed under a hauler registration are allowed to haul used or waste tires.

§ 18454 (g) – This subsection is added to clarify that each certificate and decal are uniquely designated to a particular vehicle and are non-transferable.

§ 18455 (a) - Language is added/deleted for clarity and simplification in this subsection.  Reference information pertaining to forms is deleted as it is referenced in these regulations in preceding sections. 

§ 18455 (b) - Language is added/deleted for clarity and to reflect consistency of the expiration dates for hauler registration throughout these regulations.

§ 18455 (c) - Grammatical changes are being made to the subsection. In addition, language is added/deleted to reflect consistency of the expiration dates for hauler registration throughout these regulations. Further, the renewal deadline is reduced from 60 days to 45 days to be consistent with other time frames in these regulations.

§ 18455 (d) - Language is added/deleted for clarity and to reflect consistency of the expiration dates for hauler registration throughout these regulations.  Grammatical changes are also made.

 
§ 18455 (e) – Grammatical changes are made to this subsection. 

§ 18455 (f) – This subsection is added to clarify that only registered vehicles listed under a hauler registration are allowed to haul used or waste tires.

§ 18456 (a) – This subsection is deleted because it is referenced in § 18454 (a).

 
§ 18456 (b) - This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (a) and language is added/deleted for clarity in addition to the Board’s mailing address or website.

§ 18456 (c)(1) - (9) - This subsection is deleted because form CIWMB 60 contains all the required information and is incorporated into Appendix A of these regulations.
§ 18456.1 (a) - Language is added for clarity and the "Waste Tire Hauler Bond” form reference date is changed to reflect a February 2002 update. A statement pertaining to the required signature is added.

§ 18456.1 (b) - Language is added for clarity concerning automatic cancellation of the hauler registration.  This reflects current requirements set forth in §§ 18454 (a) and 18455 (a) in order to maintain a waste tire hauler registration.

§ 18456.1 (f)  - A grammatical change is made to this subsection. 

§ 18456.1 (g) - This subsection is deleted because this item is referenced in § 18454 (a).


§ 18456.1 (h) – This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (g), a grammatical change is made, and language was added for the procedures already in place concerning enforcement for joint and several liability concerning violations of the Tire Hauler Bond.
§ 18456.2 - Language is added/deleted for clarity in the title.

§ 18456.2 (a) - This language in this subsection is deleted as the issuance of a numeric identification is a process maintained by the Board.

§ 18456.2 (b)(1) - (3) - This existing subsection is re-numbered to subsections (a)(1) – (3) and language is added/deleted for clarity. The 45-day processing time is reduced to 30 days for consistency as throughout these regulations.  Further, wording is added to specify the process in more detail.

§ 18456.2 (c) - This subsection is deleted because the process for determining if the applicant has violated any provision of this chapter or the Public Resources Code is further reference in 

§ 18457.

 
§ 18456.2 (d) - This existing subsection is re-numbered to subsection (b), grammatical changes are made and language is added for clarity of this subsection to conform to Public Resources Code § 42956 (a), where the decal placement was changed from the driver’s door to the lower right hand corner of the windshield. 


§ 18456.2 (e) - This existing subsection is re-numbered to subsection (c).

§ 18456.3 - Language is added/deleted for clarity in this title.

§ 18456.3 (a) - Language is added/deleted to reflect the requirement to complete a supplemental application for the addition and deletion of a vehicle on the application form. Further, wording was removed pertaining to the incorporation of form CIWMB 60 because it is already incorporated into Appendix A of these regulations.

§ 18456.3 (b)(1) - (3) - Language is added to specify the process in more detail.

§ 18456.3 (c) - This subsection is deleted because it is referenced in § 18455 (d).

§ 18456.3 (d) - This subsection is deleted because it is referenced in § 18456.3 (a).
§ 18456.3 (e)(1) – This existing subsection is re-numbered to subsection (c)(1), language is deleted, and grammatical changes made in this subsection. Further, a 45-day notification to the Board is added to incorporate consistency as throughout these regulations.

§ 18456.3 (e)(2) – This existing subsection is re-numbered to subsection (c)(2), Language is changed to reflect the appropriate section of reference for the process of new applications. Further, language is deleted for redundancy as the application form has been incorporated previously.

§ 18456.3 (e)(3) – This subsection is deleted as the form and procedure for submitting a new bond with the application has been previously referenced in these regulations.

§ 18456.3 (e)(4) – This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (c)(3), a grammatical change was made, and the language “used or” is added to conform to the Public Resources Code. 

§ 18456.3 (e)(5) - This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (c)(4), a grammatical change is made, and language is added/deleted for clarification to reference § 18456.2. The time deadline established in this regulation was already referenced in the aforementioned section. 

§ 18456.3 (e)(6) - This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (c)(5).      
§ 18456.3 (f) - This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (d) and language is added/deleted for clarity. The addition of notification by writing is for documentation purposes. The phone number is also added to this subsection so as to maintain a current phone listing for the hauler. Additionally, the address of the Board is given so that the haulers can provide the written notification to the Board.

§ 18456.3 (g) - This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (e) and language is added/deleted for clarity and to avoid redundancy because the process for filling out the application is already referenced at §§ 18454 and 18455. 
§ 18456.4 – This title is added to reflect this new section.

§ 18456.4 (a)  - This subsection is added to satisfy a recommendation from the report mandated by Assembly Bill 117 (Escutia, 1999).  That recommendation called for a process where a tire hauler could use a rental or substitute vehicle to temporarily replace a registered vehicle.   This regulation allows the Board to issue a certificate showing the temporary registration of alternate vehicles, as requested by the waste tire hauler. This section allows the registrant to utilize a rental vehicle without registering that vehicle prior to transporting tires. A certificate displaying the wording  “Temporary” across the form to distinguish it from the original certificates used will be required to be carried during the time of transit of tires. 
§ 18456.4 (b)  – This subsection is added to indicate that this certificate showing temporary registration must be shown upon demand to any officer of the California Highway Patrol, peace officer as defined in California Penal Code §§ 830.1 or 830.2, or any local officer designated by the Board.

§ 18456.4 (c) - This subsection is added to list information requested by the Board and the required time frame of reporting this information for the temporary registration of alternate vehicles.

§ 18457 - Language is added into the title to incorporate the Suspension and Revocation process. 

§ 18457 (a)(1) - (5) - A grammatical change is made and language is added clarify that the Board can deny or revoke registration for failure to maintain a surety bond as required by § 18455 and also for the reasons set forth in Public Resources Code § 42960.

§ 18457 (b) - The existing subsection is deleted because it is referenced in § 18455 (d). A new § 18457 (b) is added to condense the denial, suspension, and revocation under one section of regulation. This added information was found in the existing § 18457.1 that the Board proposes to delete. 

§ 18457 (c) - This subsection is added to require suspended and revoked haulers to return inactive decals and registration certificates to the Board.  This precludes the suspended or revoked hauler from representing himself/herself as a current registered waste tire hauler.

§ 18457 (d) - This subsection is added for clarification of possible enforcement actions for   hauling of used and waste tires without the appropriate registration because of suspension and revocation of the hauler’s registration.
§ 18457.1 (a) - (c) - This section is deleted and the waste tire hauler suspension regulation is moved to  § 18457. 

§ 18458 - Language is added/deleted to the title to reflect changes in the corresponding section.

 
§ 18458 (a) - Language is added/deleted to add clarity to this subsection concerning the denial, revocation, or suspension hearing process as further referenced in Public Resources Code § 42960 and Government Code §§ 11505 and 11519. The Board’s address is stated to indicate where the appeal may be sent. The process and time frame established in existing regulation was deleted as this information is referenced in the aforementioned sections of the Public Resources Code and Government Code. 


§ 18458 (b) - This subsection is deleted because it conflicts with the Board’s proposed § 18457 (d) which precludes any person from transporting, operating, owning, or being any representative of a waste tire hauling business during the period of revocation or suspension.


§ 18458 (c) - This subsection is deleted because it is unnecessary. 

§ 18459 - Language is added/deleted in the title for clarity.

§ 18459 (a) - Language is added/deleted for clarification. This subsection allows for the CIWMB to provide forms CIWMB 647 and CIWMB 648, at no costs to the waste tire hauler, during the initial registration process or renewal process.

§ 18459 (a)(1) - Language is added to clarify that the waste tire hauler can request additional Manifest Forms or Tire Trip Logs any time. 
§ 18459 (a)(2) - Language is deleted because this is repeated and in § 18459 (a)(1). 

§ 18459 (a)(3) - Language is deleted because this is repeated in § 18459 (a).

§ 18459 (b)(1) - (8) - This existing subsection is re-numbered as section (c)(1) – (8), and language has been added/deleted for clarity. Commercial carrier is added to this grouping, because they will be required to manifest their loads of used or waste tires. Collection and destination facilities are deleted because they are now classified in the “facility” definition and will also be required to manifest their loads.  In addition, a new § 18459(b) is added to inform the hauler that both the Manifest Form and Tire Trip Log must be signed under penalty of perjury and accompany these tires in transit.

§ 18459 (d) - This subsection is added to clarify who is a "waste and used tire hauler" pursuant to this section.

§ 18459.1 (a) - (d) - This entire section is deleted because the Manifest Form CIWMB 647 is incorporated into Appendix A with all the information listed in existing regulation contained within that document.
§ 18459.2 (a) - (c) - These subsections are deleted because the Manifest Form CIWMB 647 is incorporated into Appendix A with all the information listed in existing regulation contained within that document. The proposed regulations require the waste tire hauler, waste tire generator, tire dealer, and end-use facility are all required to sign, under penalty of perjury, their respective portion of this document.


§ 18459.2 (d) - This subsection is deleted because it is no longer necessary for this process to be described. It has no bearing on the requirements of either the waste tire hauler or manifest program.

§ 18459.2 (e) - This subsection is deleted because it is no longer necessary for this process to be described. It has no bearing on the requirements of either the waste tire hauler or manifest program.

§ 18459.2.1 (a) & (b) - These subsections are being added to clarify the manifest system requirements and Public Resources Code § 42961.5. 

§ 18459.3 - Language is added/deleted in the title for clarity.

§ 18459.3 (a)(1) - (3) - Language is /deleted in these existing subsections and the retention requirements for the waste tire hauler, waste tire generator, tire dealer, and end-use facility are stated in a simpler format at the new subsection (a). 

§ 18459.3 (b) - The existing language is deleted because this requirement is referenced in 

§ 18459.3 (a). The proposed subsection (b) includes the requirement that it is the waste tire hauler’s responsibility for record retention of the Tire Trip Log.


§ 18459.3 (c) - This subsection is being deleted because there will no longer be a 4th sheet available on the Manifest Form to be provided for the generator. The generator or end-use facility will be able to obtain this information through the Board after the Manifest Forms and Tire Trip Logs have been submitted to the Board for reconciliation. 
§ 18460 - This section is deleted as it is further clarified in §§ 18459 and 18460.1.
§ 18460.1 - Language is added/deleted in the title for clarity.

 
§ 18460.1 (a) - Language is added/deleted for consistency with the new waste tire hauler manifesting requirements, which now requires both the Manifest Form and Tire Trip Log to be in possession while transporting used or waste tires. Further, this section requires that the agricultural exempt waste tire hauler present a copy of the Manifest Form and Tire Trip Log to any representative of the Board, any officer of the California Highway Patrol, any peace officer, as defined in § 830.1 or 830.2 of the Penal Code, or any local public officer designated by the Board, upon demand. 


§ 18460.1 (b) – Language in this subsection is deleted and new verbiage is introduced for conformance with the new Manifest Form CIWMB 647 incorporated into Appendix A. The waste tire hauler (including the agricultural exempt waste tire hauler), waste tire generator, tire dealer, and end-use facility are all required to complete and sign, under penalty of perjury, their respective portion of the manifest. This Manifest Form (original) will be submitted to the Board by the waste tire generator, tire dealer, or end-use facility. Each party shall retain their respective copy for a duration of three (3) years at their place of business, with the exception of the agricultural exempt waste tire hauler who may destroy his/her copy pursuant to Public Resources Code § 42954 (a)(6) once the used or waste tires have been delivered to the end-use facility.

 
§ 18460.1 (c) - Language is added for further clarity in this subsection. Language prescribes that the agricultural exempt waste tire hauler shall submit the completed original Tire Trip Log to the Board within 90 days of the used or waste tire shipment. 

§ 18460.1 (d) - Language is added to further clarify the requirements reference in the Public Resources Code § 42954 (a)(6) that allows the agricultural exempt waste tire hauler to destroy his/her copy of the Manifest Form and Tire Trip Log once the used or waste tire delivery has been made to the end-use facility.

§ 18460.1 (e) - This subsection is added for uniformity with the new § 18460.2 (f) pertaining to registered waste tire hauler


§ 18460.1 (f) - This subsection is added for uniformity with the new § 18460.2 (g) pertaining to registered waste tire hauler 

§ 18460.1.1 – This title is added for the proposed common carrier requirements.

 
§ 18460.1.1 (a) - (g) – This entire section is created so that the common carrier will be required to conform with the same manifesting requirements (§ 18460.2) set forth for the registered waste tire hauler requirements (including the agricultural exempt waste tire hauler) and ensure that the regulations are evenly and consistently applied to the regulated community.
§ 18460.2 (a) - Language is added/deleted for clarification and to conform with the revised Public Resources Code’s use of “used or”.

§ 18460.2 (b) - Language is added/deleted to this subsection for further clarity. This subsection explains to the hauler that for each shipment of tires a separate Manifest Form and Tire Trip Log is to be completed.   Further, the requirements are specific as to having a copy of the Manifest Form and Tire Trip Log in possession while transporting used or waste tires.


§ 18460.2 (c) - Language is added/deleted for clarity. The destination site is removed from this subsection as the manifest will only reflect the load going onto the vehicle and a separate manifest will reflect the disposal of the used or waste tires.

§ 18460.2 (d)(1) - (5) - This subsection is deleted because all tires must be manifested in the same fashion. There will be no “Milk Run” procedures for haulers while transporting multiple loads of tires on one vehicle for re-treading, re-molding, or repairing.
§ 18460.2 (e)(1) - (5) - This subsection is deleted because all tires must be manifested in the same fashion. There will be no “Milk Run” procedures for haulers while transporting multiple loads of used or waste tires on one vehicle.
§ 18460.2 (f) – This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (d), and language is added/deleted to further clarify this subsection. The waste tire generator and tire dealer are required to fill out their respective portions of the Manifest Form and submit the original form back to the Board pursuant to Public Resources Code, § 42961.5. The hauler will be responsible for completing his/her respective portion of the Manifest Form and Tire Trip Log, and then submitting the Tire Trip Log to the Board.

§ 18460.2 (g)(1) - (2) - This subsection is deleted because this requirement is already in proposed 

§ 18460.2 (d)

§ 18460.2 (h) - This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (e) and language is added/deleted to further clarify this subsection. The signature portion being deleted is already referenced as part of the Manifest Form; therefore a completed Manifest Form will include signatures by all parties.

§ 18460.2 (i) - This subsection is deleted as this is referenced in § 18459 (b).


§ 18460.2 (j) - This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (f) and the term “used or” is added to conform to statute.


§ 18460.2 (k) - This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (g), a grammatical change is made, and the parties included are expanded to include the end-use facility. The penalty was deleted from this subsection as it is already referenced in Public Resources Code § 42962 (c).

§ 18460.2 (k)(1) - This subsection is re-numbered to subsection (g)(1), and the language “used or” and  “Tire Trip Log” is added to conform to statute. The penalty is deleted from this subsection as it is already referenced in Public Resources Code § 42962 (c).

§ 18461 - The term “end use facility” is replacing “destination site” for purposes of uniformity and clarity.   


§ 18461 (a) – This subsection is being re-numbered to subsection (b) and language is added/deleted to conform to statute and for clarity and uniformity. A new § 18461 (a) is added to conform to Public Resources Code § 42961.5 (d) requirements.

§ 18461 (b)(1) - (3) - This subsection is being re-numbered to subsection (c) and language was added/deleted for clarity and to require the end-use facility to complete both portions of the Manifest Form for unregistered haulers. These changes attempt to clarify to facilities that they need to provide manifest information on unregistered haulers.  Current regulations require the end-use facility to list the name, address, and phone number of the waste tire hauler and the license plate number of vehicle used to haul tires to the destination site.  The Manifest Form has all of the required information on the document.


§ 18461 (c) - This subsection is deleted because the penalty for violating this regulation is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42962 (c).


§ 18461 (d) - Language is added/deleted for clarity. The addition of the language to include exclusions from permitting requirements, and local permits or licenses is done in an effort to condense §§ 18461 (e) and (f) into this subsection. 

§ 18461 (e) - This subsection is deleted and the requirements have been moved to section 18461(d).


§ 18461 (f) - This subsection is deleted and the requirements have been moved to section 18461(d).


§ 18461 (g) - This subsection is deleted because the penalty for violating this regulation is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42962 (c).

§ 18462 - The caption is deleted as these requirements are further clarified in  § 18462 (a).

 
§ 18462 (a) - Language is added/deleted for clarity and to conform to statute. 


§ 18462 (b) – The penalty language in this subsection is deleted because this is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42962 (c). In addition, language is added to conform to Public Resources Code § 42961.5 (b).

§ 18462 (c) - This subsection is deleted because it is no longer applicable to the new manifest system. The waste tire site operator arranges for the waste tire hauler to remove the tires and does not decide which end-use facility the tires are sent to. The hauler states where the tires were accepted at on another Manifest Form. In addition, the penalty for violating this regulation is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42962 (c).

 
§ 18462 (d) - This subsection is deleted because the penalty for violating this regulation is referenced in Public Resources Code § 42962 (c).

§ 18463 (a) - (e) –Language is added/deleted for purposes of uniformity and clarity of this section.
§ 18464 - This section is deleted because the fine amount is referenced in Public Resources Code

§ 42962.

The proposed regulations will not add any substantively new regulatory requirements for the waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities; however, there may be a slight burden placed onto the waste tire hauler with the additional form (Tire Trip Log).
