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NOTICE OF PUBLIC WORKSHOP

Subject:

Workshop on Draft Long-Term Landfill Gas Violation Regulation

Staff of the California Integrated Waste Management Board will conduct a workshop on the draft long-term landfill gas violation regulation.  The workshop is open to all interested parties.  It is scheduled for November 7, 2003 in Sacramento.  The workshop will commence at 10:00 a.m. and provide participants with the opportunity to review, discuss, and comment on the draft long-term landfill gas violation regulation.  See below for reservation information.

Information on the proposed regulation including draft text can be found on the CIWMB’s website at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Rulemaking/LongTermGas.  CIWMB staff will consider revision of the regulation based on workshop participant comments.  Formal notice of the rulemaking is scheduled for Spring 2004.

The following 10 regulatory concepts are addressed by this draft regulation as directed by CIWMB’s Permitting and Enforcement Committee in its September 8, 2003 decision on Agenda Item F:

1. Clarify that the line of compliance is the permitted landfill boundary or wells identified in the RFI that are within the boundary designated as monitoring (compliance) wells.

2. Operator to notice LEA within 10 working days when any level of gas is noted at the line of compliance or in designated monitoring wells within the boundary and CIWMB within 2 months if problem continues.

3. Require initial actions by operator when any level of gas is detected at line of compliance, such as initial evaluation, assessments, and submittal of a proposal for actions.  The actions will be different for sites with active control systems and ones without systems.

4. Increase monitoring to monthly if compliance levels have been reached two quarters in a row.

5. Include process for approval of gas plan with definitive LEA review and approval timeframes.

6. Include CIWMB in all reviews of gas mitigation measures to provide assistance to LEAs.

7. Include the ability for the LEA and CIWMB to take direct action (as an imminent threat) if operator fails to comply with the requirements of the approved gas control plan.

8. Allow expansion only if it is associated with other feasible and effective control measures.  After consultation with the AQMD or APCD, include consideration of timing for the site to comply with the requirements of the Clean Air Act for installation of a gas control system.

9. Indicate that if the operator has complied with all requirements but gas has not been reduced to compliance levels at the time a permit is heard, the CIWMB may determine that the facility is consistent with the gas requirements.

10. Consider how this regulation will be applied to existing and future permit actions.

In addition to addressing the above 10 regulatory concepts, staff was also directed to include a provision for regulatory penalties for failure to comply with an enforcement order mandated by this draft regulation.

The November 7, 2003 workshop in Sacramento will be held in the Sierra Hearing Room on the 2nd Floor of the Cal/EPA building, 1001 I Street, in Sacramento.  The workshop will begin at 10:00 a.m.  Driving directions are available at the following website:
