Waste Tire Hauler Registration and Manifesting Requirements for Used and Waste Tire Haulers, Tire Dealers, Used and Waste Tire Generators, and Used and Waste Tire End-Use Facilities

GENERAL COMMENTS

With the passage SB 744 (McCorquodale, 1993) and the subsequent regulations, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) has been regulating the transportation of used and waste tires.  Waste Tire Hauler Registration standards were designed to prevent environmental catastrophes and adverse impacts to public health and safety due to improper transportation and storage of used or waste tires.  SB 876 (Escutia, 2000) was signed into law requiring completed copies of manifest be submitted to the  Board by waste tire generators, waste tire haulers and end use facilities for monitoring tire loads and movement within California.  As a result, in 2003 Board staff developed the “California Uniformed Used and Waste Tire Manifest System”, which required that each tire transaction be recorded on separate manifest forms by tire haulers, tire generator/end-use facilities then recorded on tire trip logs.  In an effort to create a less cumbersome manifesting practice, the previous manifesting requirement was abandoned and replaced with the more efficient and easier form, the Comprehensive Trip Log (CTL), which is submitted to the Board by waste tire haulers on behalf of all parties in the tire transactions.  This form was approved by CIWMB and adopted into regulation. 

Currently, with the implementation of the CTL and the discontinuance of the manifest, waste tire trip log, and the retreader trip log, the regulatory language needs to be clarified and condensed to eliminate references to the old manifest system.  New language was added to assist the Common Carrier Industry in the exemption process, as well as assisting them with the manifesting requirements.  Additionally, language is added for the beneficial use of waste tires to help accommodate those businesses that used waste tires as bumpers or cushions to help stabilize loads.  Requirements are added which will require all drivers of tire hauling vehicles maintain a valid driver’s license and all vehicles be registered with the Department of Motor Vehicles. 
Pursuant to S.B. 63 (Strickland, Statutes of 2009, Chapter  21), as of January 1, 2010, the California Integrated Waste Management Board ceased to exist as a board and became part of (subjoined into) a new Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery (“CalRecycle” or the “Department”).  See the discussion of S.B. 63 in the Updated Informative Digest.
REASONABLE ALTERNATIVES TO THE PROPOSED REGULATORY ACTION

The CIWMB CalRecycle considered the alternative of making no amendment to the regulation and continuing to implement existing practice, but determined that the proposed amendments are necessary to clarify the requirements and determined that no alternative would be as effective and less burdensome to private persons or businesses while at the same time protecting human health and safety and the environment.  The CalRecycle further determined that no alternative considered by the agency would be more effective in carrying out the purpose for which the regulation is proposed or would be as effective and less burdensome to affected private persons than the adopted regulation.
MANDATE ON STATE AGENCIES, LOCAL AGENCIES, OR SCHOOL DISTRICTS

CIWMB CalRecycle staff has determined that the proposed regulations do not impose: 1) a mandate on local agencies or school districts; 2) significant costs or savings to any state agency; 3) costs to any local agency or school district that must be reimbursed in accordance with Government Code §§17500 through 17630; 4) other non-discretionary costs or savings on local agencies; or 5) costs or savings in federal funding to the state. 

TECHNICAL, THEORECTICAL, AND/OR EMPIRICAL STUDY, REPORT, OR DOCUMENTS

CIWMB CalRecycle did not rely on any technical, theoretical or empirical studies, reports or documents in developing the proposed regulations.  CIWMB CalRecycle relied upon the Public Resources Code and applicable regulations adopted pursuant to the Public Resources Code, analysis by CIWMB CalRecycle staff, and written and oral comments and input from other regulatory agencies, including enforcement agencies, the regulated community, and the public.
INITIAL DETERMINATION THAT THE ACTION WILL NOT HAVE A SIGNIFICANT ADVERSE ECONOMIC IMPACT ON BUSINESS

CIWMB CalRecycle staff made an initial determination that the proposed regulations will not have a significant, statewide adverse economic impact directly affecting businesses, including the ability of California businesses to compete with businesses in other states.  In making this determination, the CIWMB CalRecycle relied upon an analysis by Cal/EPA’s Agency-wide Economic Analysis Program.
DUPLICATION OR CONFLICTS WITH CODE OF FEDERAL REGULATIONS

No unnecessary duplication or conflict exists between the proposed regulations and federal regulations because there are no comparable federal requirements.

SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION

§ 18449(a) – The term “used and” is added to the “Scope” of this article for clarification to indicate that manifest requirements apply to both used and waste tires with regard to these regulations.
§ 18449(c) – The term “retreader” is deleted from this section for clarity as it makes reference to “retreaders”,  This subsection is deleted as it contains obsolete provisions pertaining to “retreaders”, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary. 

§ 18450(a) - The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 
§ 18450(a)(1) – The existing definition for “Board” remains as reference.  Additional language has been added to indicate the new department name and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18450(a)(5) - The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(6).  A new Section 18450(a)(5) is added to include the definition for CalRecycle, which is the new name of the department that was formerly the California Integrated Waste Management Board. 

§ 18450(a)(6) – The existing definition is being re-numbered subsection (a)(7).   The existing definition for “CIWMB” remains as reference.  Additional language has been added to indicate the new department name and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18450(a)(7) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(8).  
§ 18450(a)(8) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(9).  

§ 18450(a)(9) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(11).  

§ 18450(a)(910) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(1013).  A new 

Section 18450(a)(10) is added to include the definition for “Common Carrier”.  This definition is intended to clarify the meaning of “Common Carrier” used in this and other sections of these regulations. This section has been added to the regulations describing the “Common Carrier”, as a motor vehicle transportation business that offers service to the general public and hauls a commodity other than used or waste tires to an original destination point and then transport used or waste tires on the return part of the trip. 
§ 18450(a)(1011) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(1214).  The acronym “CTL”, which is an abbreviation for the Comprehensive Trip Log is added to this and other section maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. The term “Manifest Form” is added which implies the Comprehensive Trip Log, or EDT form or any other form previously used to report tire counts. The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. The date of the form CalRecycle 203 is amended to reflect the most updated version of the form “10/05”, as the form was approved and filed with the Secretary of State and published in Appendix A in 2006 with the 10/05 date.
§ 18450(a)(1112)  - The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(1315).  A new Section 18450(a)(1112) is added to include the definition for “Decal”.  The term “Decal” is added to direct to the definition to “Waste Tire Hauler Decal”, which has the same meaning. 
§ 18450(a)(1213)  - The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(1416).    Capital letters are removed from “electronic data transfer” or “web-based” to add clarity to this and other sections of the regulations.  The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18450(a)(1314)  - The existing definition of § 18450(a)(14) is deleted as it references information no longer required in the regulations.  This definition is intended to clarify the meaning of “Electronic Data Transfer Form” used in this and other sections of these regulations.  Electronic Data Transfer or EDT form means a paper reporting form, approved by CIWMB that is used by the hauler or responsible party for reporting manifest information.
§ 18450(a)(1415) – The existing definition is deleted because it references “retreaders”, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary. The language “and/or accepted” is added to expand the meaning for End-Use Facility, which is a final destination used or waste tires are delivered. 
§ 18450(a)(15) – The existing definition is deleted because it references “retreaders”, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary.  The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18450(a)(16) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(1819).  A new Section 18450(a)(16) is added to include the definition for “Generator”.  The term “Generator” is added to direct to the definition to “Used or Waste Tire Generator”, which has the same meaning.  Language has been removed as it refers to a code section that has been repealed. 
§ 18450(a)(17) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(1920).  A new Section 18450(a)(17) is added to include the definition for “Generator”.  The term “Generator” is added to direct to the definition to “Used or Waste Tire Generator”, which has the same meaning.  A new Section 18450(a)(17) is added to include the definition for “Hauler”. The term “Hauler” is being added to direct to the definition to “Used or Waste Tire Hauler”, which has the same meaning.
§ 18450(a)(18) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(2021).  A new Section 18450(a)(18) is added to include the definition for “Hauler”. The term “Hauler” is being added to direct to the definition to “Used or Waste Tire Hauler”, which has the same meaning.

§ 18450(a)(19) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(2122).  
§ 18450(a)(20) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(23).  

§ 18450(a)(2021) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(2224).  The language “Comprehensive Trip Log (CIWMBCalRecycle 203) or EDT Form” is added to clarify that the term “Manifest Form” is standard language which pertains to both forms.   ‘Manifest Form’ may also be defined as superseded forms: Manifest Form (CIWMB 647), Tire Trip Log (CIWMB 648), or Retreader Trip Log (CIWMB 180) for records retention purposes” is being added to include all existing and pre-existing manifest forms as part of the definition of Manifest Form.
§ 18450(a)(2122) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(2326).  The language “to the manufacturer or wholesale distributor” is being added to expand the meaning of “New Tire Adjustment”, to further imply the destination of a new tire that is defective or damaged.   
§ 18450(a)(2223) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(2527).  
§ 18450(a)(2324) – The existing definition is deleted because it references “retreaders”, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations.  The term “used and” is added to the “Scope” of this article for clarification to indicate that manifest requirements apply to both used and waste tires with regard to these regulations.
§ 18450(a)(2425) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(28).  The existing definition is deleted because it references “retreaders”, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations.  A new Section 18450(a)(2425) is added to include the definition for “Registration”.  The term “Registration” is being added to direct the reader to the term “Waste Tire Hauler Registration”, which has the same meaning.

§ 18450(a)(2526) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(2729).  

§ 18450(a)(2627) – The existing definition is deleted because it references “Tire Trip Log”, which is no longer a valid form under these regulations.  The language pertaining to Retreader Self Certification is deleted from this section for clarification as it refers to forms that are no longer used by CIWMB CalRecycle.  Additionally the language pertaining to the Retreaders maintaining their records for three years is added to this section for clarification.  Retreaders are now using the same forms that are required of waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities concerning these regulations.  Although the term “retreaders” is removed from most references within these regulations, the definition of retreaders remains as they are a recognized entity in the tire industry.  However, the role and requirements of the retreaders are completely the same as other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, and end-use facilities.   However, since these forms are required to be maintained for three years, the new language is added to reflect those requirements regardless if the forms are no longer applicable.   

§ 18450(a)(2728) – The existing definition is deleted because it references “Tire Trip Log”, which is no longer a valid form under these regulations. The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(31).
§ 18450(a)(2829) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(3032).  The letter “C” in the term “Tire Casing” is capitalized for consistency. Additional language is added to further define the meaning of Tire Casing. 
§ 18450(a)(2930) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(3133).  A new Section 18450(a)(2930) is added to include the definition for “Tire Program Identification Number” or “TPID”, which is referenced throughout these regulations. which is a unique CIWMB assigned number for each used and waste tire hauler, each business location from which used or waste tires are generated, and for each location where used or waste tires are transported to as an end-use facility.
§ 18450(a)(3031) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(3236).  The term “used or” is added and deleted from this section for clarification and consistency through these regulations. 

§ 18450(a)(3132) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(3538).  The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The date of the form CalRecycle 204 is amended to reflect the most updated version of the form “08/05”, as the form was approved and filed with the Secretary of State and published in Appendix A in 2006 with the 08/05 date.
§ 18450(a)(3233) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(3739).  The term “or” is added and the term “and” is deleted from the definition to indicate that it applies to either used or waste or used tires.  The term “generator” is also added to this section to clarify that a generator and waste tire generator are one in the same.  Language is added to this section to include various types of tire business to further define the term “generator”. that constitute  a generator such as tire dealers, car dealers, auto dismantlers, and automotive fleet service centers, local government fleet operators, rental fleets, etc. The terms “auto dismantlers, and automotive fleet service centers” is being removed as it was a double entry these tire business are already appear in the current regulations under this section.

§ 18450(a)(3334) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(3840).  A new Section 18450(a)(3334) is added to include the definition for “Used or Waste Tire Haulers” or “Haulers”, which are relevant to these regulations. are one in the same and means any person engaged in the transportation of used or waste tires, tire casings, or tire derived products under these regulations. 
§ 18450(a)(3435) – The existing definition is being re-numbered to subsection (a)(39).  A new Section 18450(a)(3435) is added to include the definition for “Used Tire”, which is described in accordance with Public Resources Code Section 42950(j) 43950(j).  The definition is added to this section as these regulations may apply to both used and waste tires. 
§ 18450(a)(3536) –The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.   This section is added to include language to establish that trailers are not defined as a vehicle under this section. 
 § 18450(a)(3637) – This section is added to include the definition for “Waste Tire”, which in accordance with Public Resources Code Section 42950(k)(K). The definition is added to this section as it is relevant to these regulations may apply to both used and waste tires.
§ 18450(a)(3738) – This section is added to include Tthe language “common passenger side, inside” is added to further clarify the exact placement of the waste tire hauler decal. 

§ 18450(a)(3839) –The term “used or” is added to this section for clarification and consistency throughout these regulations. 
§ 18450(a)(3940) – The term “used or” is added to this section for clarification and consistency throughout these regulations.  A reference to Public Resources Code Section 42961.5 is added to cite CalRecycle’s authority and for further clarification of the definition. The language “and superseded documents such as the” is added to reference previous manifesting forms as part of the definition this section for clarification and consistency through these regulations. 
§ 18451(d) - This section is added to the regulations describing the type of tire not considered a used or waste tire under this Chapter and to further describe examples of used or waste tires for clarification of these regulations. 
§ 18451(e) - This section is added to the regulations describing the beneficial use of used or waste tires.  Certain transportation industries, such as the logging industry, use used or waste tires to support loads, which improves the safety of their cargo. Beneficial use of used or waste tires will not be deemed as hauling used or waste tire under this Chapter.  

§ 18452.1 - This section is added to allow an exemption certification for beneficial use hauling under these regulations. 
§ 18452.1(a)(1) – (9)  - Language is added to clarify what information CalRecycle requires for individuals to obtain an exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires.  A list of requirements was added to ensure that all information would be accurate, complete, and signed under penalty of perjury by the operator in an effort to make an appropriate determination on the exemption. 

§ 18452.1(b) – Language is added to allow CalRecycle 30 days for reviewing and making a determination of the request for exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tire.  A timeframe for review provides a time certain for the review process. 
§ 18452.1(b)(1) - Language is added to provide grounds to reject a request for exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires if the request is incomplete because all of the relevant information is not provided.  Without the appropriate information, CalRecycle would not be able to determine whether the individual’s request is valid.     

§ 18452.1(b)(2) - Language is added to allow CalRecycle the ability to grant an exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires.  By reviewing the provided information, CalRecycle can fully determine that the individual will use the exemption for the intended purposes.

§ 18452.1(b)(3) - Language is added to allow CalRecycle the ability to deny an exemption if the requested information for obtaining an exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires is invalid. Without the appropriate information, CalRecycle would not be able to determine the validity of the exemption.    

§ 18452.1(c) - Language is added for the purposes of issuing an exemption letter for the beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires, so that the exempted carrier can show proof of an exemption if requested by law enforcement, local enforcement agencies, or CalRecycle staff.

§ 18453 - Theis language “Hauling Used or Waste Tires on a Return Trip” is deleted from the title of Section 18453 as it is does not describe this section. 

§ 18453(a) - Language is added to specify that a completed application will be required to receive an exemption letter under this section.  Form CalRecycle 241 is being introduced and incorporated by reference under this section, and is available in the attached Appendix A. The language “or as a Common Carrier” is added to this section to indicate that Common Carriers are included under the exemption process of these regulations.  Some of the language is deleted from this section as it refers to the old process of requesting an exemption instead of completing an application for an exemption. 
§ 18453(a)(1) – (9)  - These sections are deleted to clarify that Agricultural/Common Carriers will not request an exemption via a letter but will be required to complete an application form which contains the information that was previously requested under this regulations.  The application will require the signature of the operator so that the operator verifies the information given to CIWMB CalRecycle. 
§ 18453(b) – Language is added to specify that an application will be required to receive an exemption letter under this section. 
§ 18453(d) - This language is added to clarify the requirements for an exemption under this section.  Hauling used or waste tires is not the primary business for Agricultural and Common Carriers, thus an exemption allows them the ability to haul more than 9 waste or used tires without obtaining a registration.
§ 18453.1 - The existing section is being re-numbered to section 18453.3.  
§ 18453.1 - This section is added to the regulations to allow an exemption for the transportation of tires used as stabilizers for other cargo that is transported throughout the State of California.  Certain transportation industries use waste or used tires to support loads, such as the logging industry, to improve the safety of their cargo.  
§ 18453.1(a)(1) – (9)  - Language is added to clarify what information CIWMB requires for individuals to obtain an exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires.  A list of requirements were added to ensure that all information would be accurate, complete, and signed under penalty of perjury by the operator in an effort to make an appropriate determination on the exemption. 
§ 18453.1(b) – Language is added to allow CIWMB 30 days for reviewing and making a determination of the request for exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tire.  A timeframe for review provides a time certain for the review process. 
§ 18453.1(b)(1) - Language is added to provide grounds to reject a request for exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires if the request is incomplete because all of the relevant information is not provided.  Without the appropriate information, CIWMB would not be able to determine whether the individual’s request is valid.     

§ 18453.1(b)(2) - Language is added to allow CIWMB the ability to grant an exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires.  By reviewing the provided information, CIWMB can fully determine that the individual will use the exemption for the intended purposes.
§ 18453.1(b)(3) - Language is added to allow CIWMB the ability to deny an exemption if the requested information for obtaining an exemption for beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires is invalid. Without the appropriate information, CIWMB would not be able to determine the validity of the exemption.    
§ 18453.1(c) - Language is added for the purposes of issuing an exemption letter for the beneficial use hauling of used or waste tires, so that the exempted carrier can show proof of an exemption if requested by law enforcement, local enforcement agencies, or CIWMB staff.
§ 18453.2 - Theis term “Agricultural and Common Carrier” is added to specify the types of industries that pertain to this type of an exemption.   

§ 18453.2 (a) - Theis language “up to five years from” is added and the language “to January 1 the following year” is deleted from this section by allowing for a longer exemption approval, so these industries can conduct business without delays or interruptions.  CIWMB CalRecycle will also save time processing these requests. The language “in a certification letter” is deleted and replaced with the application process, to ensure that the required information is provided when applying for an exemption under this regulation.

§ 18453.2 (b) – The term “re-certify” is removed and is replaced with the language “renew the certification by submitting an application” is added to allow for the use of an application that replaces because  an application replaced the letter of request to ensure that the relevant information is provided when applying for an exemption under this regulation.  The language “on an annual basis, and” is deleted because the exemption will be valid for a five year period from the date of the exemption request, thus allowing for a longer exemption approval, so these industries can conduct business without delays or interruptions. The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 

§ 18453.2 (c) - Theis language “up to five years” is added and the language “one calendar year, January 1 to January 1 the following year” is deleted from this section, thus by allowing for a longer exemption approval, so these industries can conduct business without delays or interruptions.  CIWMB CalRecycle will save time processing these requests compared to an annual renewal schedule. 
§ 18454(a) – Form CalRecycle 60 is revised from a version dated “03/06” to a version dated “01/08” while form CIWMB 61 is revised from a version dated “02/02” to a version dated “01/08”. The amended versions of both CalRecycle 60 and CIWMB 61 are being incorporated by reference and are available in the attached Appendix A.  The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. The date “3/06” is deleted from the reference to form number CIWMB 60 and changed to “1/08”, which reflects the new revision date. The date “9/02” is deleted from the reference to form number CIWMB 60 and changed to “1/08”, which reflects the new revision date.
§ 18454(a)(1) - The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  

§ 18454(f) - The language “are not transferable from vehicle to vehicle.  They shall be present in the vehicle to which they were issued” is added and the language “shall not be used for any other vehicle not listed by the registered hauler” is deleted from this section to clarify that the decals and certificates are registered to a specific vehicle and not to the business in general. The letter “d” is added and the letter “e” is deleted to correct a typographical error in the term “registration card”.
§ 18454(g) - The term “or” is added and the term “and” is deleted from this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18455(c) – Grammatical changes were made in within this section. The language “This application shall” is added to this section to emphasize the importance of the application submitted to CIWMB CalRecycle prior to the expiration of the previous waste tire hauler registration.  
§ 18455(f) – Language is added to these regulations to emphasize that decals and certificates are registered to a specific vehicle and not to the business in general.  
§ 18456(a) – The languageterm in the header “and Retreader Self-Certification Form” is deleted from the section as this form is no longer relevant to this section.  The term “form” is changed to “forms” to signify the different types of forms that apply to this section.  The language “and form CIWMB 173” is deleted from this section as this form is no longer relevant to this section.   The language “Tire Hauler Compliance Section, Compliance Evaluation and Enforcement Division” is added and the language “Special Waste Division, Waste Tire Hauler & Manifest Program” is deleted from this section to indicate the section and division’s new name.  
§ 18456.1(a) - The language “‘Waste Tire Hauler Bond’ (2/02), which is incorporated herein by reference” is deleted from this section, as this information and form CIWMB 61 are initially referenced in Section 18454.The date “2/02” is replaced with the date “1/08” to reflect the new revision date for form number CIWMB 61. 
§ 18456.1(b) - The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18456.1(d) – The term “Subsection” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The term “Section” is capitalized to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.

§ 18456.1(e) – The term “Subsection” is added and the term “section” is deleted to reflect the correct reference and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.

§ 18456.1(g) - The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.

§ 18456.2(a)(3) - The term “Section” is added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.

§ 18456.2(b) - Language is added to this section to illustrate the proper location to affix the waste tire hauler decal.   The language “before hauling tires for that calendar year” is added to this section to emphasize the importance of obtaining and affixing the waste tire hauler decal before hauling tires.  By not affixing a current decal to the registered truck, the hauler has violated the law. The term “Section” is being capitalized to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18456.2(d) - Language is added to this section to allow the CIWMB department to take disciplinary action against the hauler registration if a driver of a registered waste tire hauler vehicle does not hold a valid driver’s license.  All haulers registered with CIWMB are required to follow the laws of the State of California. Previously, a registered hauler could haul tires without a driver’s license and there was nothing specific in the regulations stating that CIWMB department could discipline a hauler’s used and waste tire hauler registration.
§ 18456.2(e) - Language is added to this section to allow the CIWMB department to take disciplinary action against the hauler registration if the waste tire hauler’s vehicles do not have a current registration with the Department of Motor Vehicles.   All haulers registered with CIWMB are required to follow the laws of the State of California. Previously, a registered hauler could haul tires without a valid motor vehicle registration and there was nothing specific in the regulations stating that CIWMB department could discipline a hauler’s used and waste tire hauler registration.

§ 18456.2.1 – This section in its entirety is deleted from this article for clarification as it makes references to the “Retreaders”, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary. 

§ 18456.3(d) – The phrase “on a form CalRecycle 60” is added and “in writing” is deleted, as the used and waste tire hauler will be required to submit a change of information on a form CalRecycle 60, which would help standardize all change requests.   The terms “business name”, “business owner”, “facility address”, and “vehicle ownership” are added to the regulations to assist with identifying the specific information about the business and the vehicles for all registered used and waste tire haulers.  The words “business address” and “vehicle storage address are being added to the regulations to assist with identifying the specific place of business and the place in which trucks are located for all registered used and waste tire haulers, so that CIWMB can ensure facility and haulers are following waste tire storage and waste tire hauler regulations.  The last sentence in this section is deleted in its entirety as it references information for submitting change of address in writing as opposed to using the CalRecycle 60 form, and it references out-dated division name and information.
§ 18456.4(c) – Language is added to this section to emphasize that the waste tire hauler must complete the appropriate form CalRecycle 682 to notify the Department within two calendar days of when to secure a Temporary Registration Certificate is used ion. Form CalRecycle 682 is being introduced and incorporated by reference under this section, and is available in the attached Appendix A.  The new form will help ensure that all the information required for using a temporary permit will be included. Language is deleted from this section, as written notification must be made by completing form number (CIWMB CalRecycle 682, 1/08).    
§ 18456.4(c)(1) – (7) – This section is deleted from the regulations because a notification of use of request for temporary registration certificateion must be completed on obtained by completing form number (CIWMB CalRecycle 682, 1/08), which contains the information previously requested under this regulations.  The form will help ensure that all the information required for using a temporary permit will be included. 
§ 18456.4(d) – This section is added to the regulations to prevent the misuse of a temporary registration certification.  
§ 18456.4(d)(1) – This section is added to the regulations to allow a waste tire hauler the opportunity to appeal any enforcement action for the alleged misuse of a temporary registration certification. 
§ 18456.4(d)(2) – This section is added to define misuse of the temporary registration certificate. 
§ 18457(a) – Language is added to allow CIWMB CalRecycle to take disciplinary action against the hauler registration by denying, suspending, or revoking a waste tire hauler registration, if the hauler has failed to pay criminal,  civil, or administrative penalties.  This is consistent with the goal of protecting the public from individuals who are not following the requirements of these regulations.  Additional language was added to this section to allow for denial, suspension, and revocation should a hauler violate other areas of the law while performing their services as a waste tire hauler.  This language will allow CalRecycle to consider other violations of the law that threaten health, safety, or the environment. Adding the additional language will help ensure that the used and waste tire haulers conduct their businesses in a legal and professional manner.  
§ 18457(b) – The term “deny” and “up to 3 years” is added to this section to allow for disciplinary action against a new or renewed waste tire hauler registration. to prevent future violations of these regulations.  The time frames are consistent with other disciplinary actions within these regulations.  Additional language is added to clarify the procedures for the denial of a new or renewed waste tire hauler registration.
§ 18459(a) – The term “forms” and form numbers CIWMB 647, CIWMB 648, and CIWMB 180 are is deleted from the regulations and replaced with form number CIWMB CalRecycle 203.  Form numbers, CIWMB 647, CIWMB 648, and CIWMB 180 were deleted from this section as it is referring refer to previous manifesting forms that are no longer valid under these regulations. Language that references “retreaders” is deleted from this section as it is no longer a different requirement under these regulations. Language is added to allow additional forms to be obtained from the Department by request. 

§ 18459(a)(1) – This subsection is deleted from these regulations for clarification because it refers to previous manifesting forms that are no longer valid under these regulations.  Subsection 18459(a)(1) is replaced with the existing subsection 18459(a)(2), which refers to EDT forms.  The references to Comprehensive Trip Log and Retreader Log are were replaced with Manifest CTL form to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 
§ 18459(a)(2) – The existing subsection is being re-numbered to subsection 18459(a)(1).
§ 18459(a)(3) – This subsection is being deleted for clarification because reference to obtaining additional forms from the Department by request is moved to 18459(a). it references forms that are no longer valid under these regulations. 
§ 18459(b) – The terms “Comprehensive Trip Log”, “Tire Trip Log”, and “Retreader Trip Log” have been deleted from this section for clarification because the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18459(c)(1) – The term “used or” is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other section of these regulations.  Language is added to this section to clarify that waste tire haulers must manifest when hauling tires during any tire trip when using a registered waste tire hauler vehicle.  Manifesting requirements were addressed in these regulations; however, it was felt that more emphasis needed to be placed in the current regulations.  

§ 18459(c)(2) – Language is added to this section to clarify that a generator must comply with manifesting requirements and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Manifesting requirements were addressed in these regulations; however, it was felt that more emphasis needed to be placed in the current regulations.  

§ 18459(c)(3) – Language is added to this section to clarify that Federal, State, and local governments a hauler must comply with manifesting requirements when hauling 10 or more used or waste tires at any one time, and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Manifesting requirements were addressed in these regulations; however, it was felt that more emphasis needed to be placed on manifesting requirements the generator in the current regulations. 

§ 18459(c)(4) – The language “10 or more” and “at any one time” is added to this section to clarify and maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.

§ 18459(c)(5) – The language is added to this section to clarify that a commoncommercial carrier must comply with manifesting requirements, and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Manifesting requirements are addressed in these regulations; however, it was felt that more emphasis needed to be placed on commoncommercial carriers in the current regulations.  

§ 18459(c)(6) – The language is added to this section to clarify that an end-use facility must comply with manifesting requirements when accepting 10 or more used or waste tires at any one time, and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Manifesting requirements are addressed in these regulations; however, it was felt that more emphasis needed to be placed on manifesting requirements in the current regulations.  

§ 18459(c)(7) – The term “Section” and the language “10 or more” is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.

§ 18459(c)(8) – The term “Section” and the language “10 or more” is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.

§ 18459(c)(9) – Additional language is added to the term “retreader” to emphasize manifest requirement apply to retreaders when hauling any amount of tires in a waste tire hauler registered vehicle.  Although the term “retreaders” is removed from most references within these regulations, they are a recognized entity within the tire industry; however, the role and requirements of the retreader are completely the same as other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, and end-use facilities with regards to these regulations. This section is deleted from this article for clarification because it refers to “retreaders”, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations.  Retreaders were once identified as a different entity in the tire industry, but since their roles and requirements are completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities, a distinction was no longer necessary. 
§ 18459(d) – This section is deleted from this article for clarification because it refers to the definition of a “waste and used tire hauler”, which is located in section 18450 of these regulations. 
§ 18459.1(a) – The term “separate business” is added to this section to clarify that a different Tire Program Identification Number (TPID) needs to be assigned to each tire business.  Additional language is added to this section to clarify that each TPID certificate needs to be posted at each location.  By posting the TPID certificate at the place of business, an inspector or the public can inquire as to the status of the business. 

§ 18459.1(b) – The term “separate business” is added to this section to clarify that a different Tire Program Identification Number (TPID) needs to be assigned to each tire business with regard to these regulations. 
§ 18459.1(d) – This subsection is deleted from these regulations for clarity as the information on  it refers to only assigning one TPID number to one business, has been added to which contradicts Sections 18459.1(a) and (b).  Subsection 18459(d) is replaced with the existing subsection 18459(e). 
§ 18459.1(e) – This subsection is being re-numbered to subsection 18459.1(d).  The term “waste tire hauler” is deleted from this section, because the requirements for notice of these types of changes are referred to in Section 18456.3(d).  The term “waste tire”, is removed from the term end-use facility, as it is unnecessary as a description for that term. The phrase “or vehicle storage address” “or mailing address” is being added to this section of the regulations to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 
§ 18459.1.2 (a) – The term “Section” is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The terms “Retreader Tire Trip Log, or Manifest or Tire Trip Log forms” are deleted from this section as they refer to forms that are no longer valid with regards to these regulations.  

§ 18459.1.2(a)(1) - The term “project” is deleted and the term “Program” is added to this section to reference the Web Based Data Entry Program, to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.

§ 18459.1.2(a)(3) – The term “Rretreader” is deleted from this section for clarity as it makes reference to “retreaders”, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are now completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary. 

§ 18459.1.2(c) - The term “Program” is added and the “Pp” in Programs is capitalized in this section to reference the Web Based Data Entry Program, to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18459.2.1 – The terms “Comprehensive Trip Log”, “Tire Trip Log”, “Retreader Trip Log”, and “Electronic Reporting” have been deleted from the title and introduction of this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Language is added to this section to cite the definition of Manifest Form.  The term “waste tire generator” is deleted from this section, as the waste tire generator is no longer responsible for submitting Manifest forms under the current regulations.  The reference made to “retreaders” is deleted from this section for clarity as it refers to retreaders, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary. 
§ 18459.2.1(a) – This subsection replaces subsection 18459.2.1(a)(1). Language is deleted from this section as it is unnecessary to the purposes of these regulations.  The term “chooses to” is deleted and the term “use” is made plural and the term “form” is capitalized to correct the grammar within this section.  The term “the waste tire generator” is deleted and replaced by the term “the waste tire hauler”, as the hauler is responsible for submitting CTL Manifest Forms. The terms “Manifest Form and Tire Trip Log” were deleted from this section as it only needs to reference one type of Manifest Form.
§ 18459.2.1(a)(1) – The existing subsection is being re-numbered to subsection 18459.2.1(a). 

§ 18459.2.1(a)(2) – This section is deleted from the regulations for clarity as it refers to an outdated manifesting system, which is no longer require under these regulations.
§ 18459.2.1(a)(3) – This section is deleted from the regulations for clarity as it refers to an outdated manifesting system, which is no longer required under these regulations.

§ 18459.2.1(b) – The existing subsection 18459.2.1(b) is deleted from this section as it refers to an outdated manifesting system, which is no longer required under these regulations.  This subsection replaces subsection 18459.2.1(d).  The term “Section” is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The Rreferences to “(b) or (c)” is deleted since they have been deleted from this section.  The term “EDTETD” is added to for clarity to reference the type of form that may be substituted under this regulation. The language “paper” form and “pursuant to Section 18459.1.2” is added to reference the code section that permits this form to be submitted. The term “CTLManifest Form” is added and the terms “Comprehensive Trip Log, Retreader Trip Log, or Manifest and Tire Trip Log forms” have been deleted from this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18459.2.1(c) – This section is deleted from the regulations for clarity as it refers to retreaders, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are now completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary. 

§ 18459.2.1(c)(1) – This section is deleted from the regulations for clarity as it refers to “Rretreaders” and “Retreader Trip Log”.  “Retreaders” which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary. Retreaders are now using the same forms that are required of waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities concerning these regulations.  
§ 18459.2.1(d) – This existing section is being re-numbered to subsection 18459.2.1(b).
§ 18459.3 – The terms “Comprehensive Trip Logs, Retreader Trip Logs, and Tire Trip Logs” areis deleted from the title of this section as the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18459.3(a) – Language is deleted from this section, as it references outdated manifesting requirements, to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Language is added to help emphasize that manifest forms are retained maintained for three years.  Retaining Maintaining manifest forms has been a part of the regulations; however, it was felt that more emphasis needed to be placed in the current regulations.
§ 18459.3(a)(1) – This section is deleted from the regulations for clarity as it refers to retreaders, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations.   Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are now completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary.
§ 18459.3(b) – The term “Manifest Form” is added and the terms “Board approved EDT form, Comprehensive Trip Log, and Tire Trip Log, and Retreader Trip Log” have been deleted from this section, because the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18459.3(b)(1) – This section is deleted from the regulations for clarity because it refers to retreaders, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary.

§ 18459.3(c) – This section is deleted from the regulations for clarity as the references to retaining manifest forms are identified in Subsections 18459.3(a) and (b). This section is deleted from the regulations for clarity as it refers to retreaders, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations. Retreaders were once identified as a different entity in the tire industry, but since their roles and requirements are completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities a distinction was no longer necessary. 
§ 18460.1(a) – The term “Section” is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The terms “Comprehensive Trip Log”, and “Tire Trip Log” have been deleted from this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18460.1(b) –The term “Comprehensive Trip Log” is deleted from this section for clarity, and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. The term “Mmanifest” is recognized by the industry as a means to report tires.

§ 18460.1(c) – The term “Manifest Form” is added and the terms “Comprehensive Trip Log”, and “Tire Trip Log” have been deleted from this section for clarity, and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 
§ 18460.1(d) –The terms “Comprehensive Trip Log,” and “Tire Trip Log” have been deleted from this section, to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18460.1(f) –The language in this section is deleted and new language is being added to explain that the agricultural exempt waste tire haulers are required to report the used or waste tire generator or end-use facility that do not provide their information.  It is primarily the responsibility of the hauler to provide complete and accurate information on the manifest form, and this regulation is needed to document incidents where a generator or end-use facility does not provide a hauler with information necessary to complete the Mmanifest Fform.  The term “Comprehensive Trip Log” is deleted from this section, to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. During the 45-Day comment period, staff discovered that the incorrect form number was referenced.  Form number “CIWMB 204” was deleted and form number “CIWMB 683” was added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18460.1.1(a) – The term “Section” is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Some of the language is deleted from this section, because it references outdated manifesting requirements, which are no longer required, to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18460.1.1(b) – The terms “Comprehensive Trip Log”, and Tire Trip Log” were is deleted from this section, because the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Language is added to this section to emphasize which emphases that the common carrier must be in possession of manifest forms when transporting 10 or more tires. Manifesting requirements for common carriers have has been a part of the regulations; however, it was felt that this point needed more emphasis in the current regulations. 

§ 18460.1.1(c) – The existing subsection is being re-numbered to subsection 18460.1.1(d).  Language is added to allow a generator and end-use facility the ability to complete the Mmanifest Fform on behalf of the common carrier to help ensure that the information is properly completed. Common carriers do not haul used or waste tires for the majority of their loads and may not be entirely familiar with the used and waste tire manifesting requirements. 
§ 18460.1.1(c)(1) – This subsection is added to the regulations to emphasize that the common carrier must have the end-use facility and hauler portions of the Manifest Form in their possession until reaching the final destination.  

§ 18460.1.1(c)(2) – This subsection is added to the regulations to emphasize the responsibilities of the common carrier to follow manifesting requirements in the event that the waste tire generator fails to comply with subsection (c). 

§ 18460.1.1(d) – The existing subsection is being deleted because this information is addressed in the new subsection 18460.1.1(f)(b).  Language is added to this section to emphasize that the generator shall not contract with an exempt common carrier to transport to a site that is not authorized to accept used or waste tires as they relate to these regulations.  It has never been allowed to transport tires to a site that is not authorized and with increasing incidence of this nature it was felt that more emphasis needed to be added to the regulations. 
§ 18460.1.1(e) – The existing subsection is being deleted as this information is addressed in subsection 18460.1.1(b)(1), as a manifest form must be in possession while transporting 10 or more tires.  The term “exempt” is added to this section to emphasize that common carrier are exempt as they related to this regulations.  The term “transport” replaces the term “hauls” in this section to clarify that it pertains to the movement of used or waste tires as they relate to this regulations. 

§ 18460.1.1(f) – The existing subsection is being re-numbered to subsection 18460.1.1(e). A new subsection 18460.1.1(f) is added to emphasize the requirement for submitting Manfiest Forms. The language is changed in this section to explain that common carriers are required to report the used or waste tire generator, or end-use facility that do not provide their information using the form CIWMB 204 CIWMB 683. CIWMB wanted to give the hauler some assistance should they have problem with a generator or end-use facility that does not provide them with the information necessary to complete the manifest form. During the 45-Day comment period staff discovered that the incorrect form number was referenced. Form number “CIWMB 204” was deleted and form number “CIWMB 683” was added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.   
§ 18460.1.1(g) –The language is amended in this section to explain that common carriers are required to report the used or waste tire generator, or end-use facility that does not provide their information. The existing subsection is being re-numbered to subsection 18460.1.1(f).  
§ 18460.2(a) – The terms “the used or”, “or end use facility”, and “if requested” is added to this section for clarification to indicate that generators and end use facilitiesy of both used or waste tires may request the waste tire hauler to show their hauler registration.  Since generators and end use facilitiesy are required to use only registered haulers, CIWMB CalRecycle wanted to allow them to verify the legality of the used or waste tire hauler. 
§ 18460.2(b) – Language is deleted from this section, because it refers to a code section that no longer pertains to this article, to maintain consistency.  Language is deleted from this section for clarity, because the term, “Mmanifest Fform”, will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Language that references the Tire Trip Log is deleted because it pertains to a manifesting practice that is no longer required. 
§ 18460.2(b)(1) – The existing subsection is being re-numbered to subsection section 18460.2(j)(J). 
§ 18460.2(c) – The term “used or” is added to this section for clarification and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The language “or receipt from a Comprehensive Trip Log” is being deleted as from this section as the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The article term “the” is added to stress the place of origin. 

§ 18460.2(d) –  The language “or a completed receipt from the a Comprehensive Trip Log” is being deleted for clarity as the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The term “used or” is added this section for clarification to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 

§ 18460.2(e) –  The term “Comprehensive Trip Log” is being deleted for clarity as the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.    

§ 18460.2(g) - The language is amended in this section to explain that registered waste tire haulers are required to report the used or waste tire generator, or end-use facility that does not provide their information.  The language is changed in this section to explain that waste tire haulers are required to report the used or waste tire generator, or end-use facility that do not provide their information using the form CIWMB 204 CIWMB 683.  It is primarily the responsibility of the hauler to provide complete and accurate information on the manifest form , and  this regulation is needed to document incidents where a generator or end-use facility does not provide a hauler with information necessary to complete the manifest form. During the 45-Day comment period staff discovered that the incorrect form number was referenced.  Form number “CIWMB 204” was deleted and form number “CIWMB 683” was added to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 
§ 18460.2(h) – The terms “Tire Trip Log or Comprehensive Trip Log” are is being deleted for clarity because the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18460.2(i) – The termss “and waste” and, “used or”, and “Section”  are is being added to this section for clarification to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The language “a load of” is deleted for clarification, as it should be 10 or more tires. 
 § 18460.2.1 –  This section is deleted in its entirety from the regulations because it refers to retreaders, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations.   Retreaders were once identified are recognized as a different entity in the tire industry, but since under the current regulations their roles and requirements are now completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities and a distinction was is no longer necessary.
§ 18461(a) –  The term “Section” is being added and the language “Board approved EDT form, or the completed receipt from the Comprehensive Trip Log” is being deleted from this section for clarity as the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.   
§ 18461(a)(1) –  This section is being deleted from the regulations as it refers to a practice once used by retreaders. Retreaders are now using the same forms that are required of waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities concerning these regulations.  

, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations.   Retreaders were once identified as a different entity in the tire industry, but since their roles and requirements are now completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities a distinction was no longer necessary.
§ 18461(b) – The term “waste tire” is being deleted from this section for clarity and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 
§ 18461(b)(1) –  The term “Manifest Form” is added and the term “Comprehensive Trip Log” is deleted from this section, for clarity as the term “Mmanifest Fform” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.
§ 18461(b)(2) –  The form name of form CIWMB 204, “Unregistered Hauler & Comprehensive Trip Log Substitution Form (CalRecycle 204)” is deleted from this section, as the form was identified under Section 18450(a)(32), the definition section and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 
§ 18461(b)(3) –  The language is changed from “20 or more” to “more than 20” in this section to clarify that if more than 20 tires are delivered during an Amnesty Day Event or One Time Exemption, the end-use facility is required to report the unregistered hauler to CIWMB CalRecycle.  The form name of form CIWMB 204, “Unregistered Hauler & Comprehensive Trip Log Substitution Form (CalRecycle 204)” is deleted from this section, as the form was identified under  Section 184509(a)(32) the definition section, to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 
§ 18461(d) -  This section has been added to the regulations to require end-use facilities to retain maintain records of unregistered haulers for a period of 3 years.  Retaining Maintaining such records will allow for more accountability among the used and waste tire hauling community. The time frames are consistent with other document retention requirements within these regulations. 
 § 18462(a) – The term “Section” is deleted as this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.   
§ 18462(a)(1) –  This section is being deleted from the regulations as it refers to a practice once used by retreaders. Retreaders are now using the same forms that are required of waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities concerning these regulations.  

, which are no longer identified apart from waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities with regard to these regulations.   Retreaders were once identified as a different entity in the tire industry, but since their roles and requirements are now completely the same as any other waste tire haulers, waste tire generators, tire dealers, and end-use facilities a distinction was no longer necessary.

§ 18462(b) –  The terms “Section”, “CTL Comprehensive Trip Log Form”, and “used or waste tire” are is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  Language is added to this section to illustrate that the generator must retain maintain the Manifest Forms  Comprehensive Trip Log receipts for a period of 3 years.  Retaining Maintaining manifests for three years has been a requirement under these regulations; however, it was felt that more emphasis needed to be placed in the current regulations. 

§ 18462(c) – The term “Manifest Form” is added and the term “Comprehensive Trip Log” is deleted from this section, for clarity as the term “Manifest Form” will be used to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. Language is added The term “Comprehensive Trip Log” is moved within the language to clarify that the generator will issue a form CIWMB CalRecycle 204, if the Manifest Form Comprehensive Trip Log is not received from the waste tire hauler.  Time Exemption, the end-use facility is required to report the unregistered hauler to CIWMB.  The form name of form CIWMB 204, “Unregistered Hauler & Comprehensive Trip Log Substitution Form (CalRecycle 204)” is deleted from this section, as the form was identified under Section 18450 the definition section, to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  CIWMB CalRecycle wanted to give the generator some assistance should they have problem with a hauler that does not provide them with a manifest form. 
§ 18463(d) – The terms “Comprehensive Trip Log”, “Retreader Trip Log”, and “Tire Trip Log” are is deleted from this section, as it only needs to reference the Manifest Form to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The form name “Unregistered Hauler & Comprehensive Trip Log Substitution Form” is added to warn that penalties may occur if this or any of these forms contain false information.  Falsification is part of these regulations, but it is being emphasized in this section. 
§ 18464(a)(1) –  The term “used and” is added and the term “and used” is deleted from this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. 
§ 18464(a)(1)(A) – Parentheses is were added around the letter “A” to maintain consistency through this and other section of these regulations.

§ 18464(a)(1)(B) – Parentheses is were added around the letter “B” to maintain consistency through this and other section of these regulations.

§ 18464(a)(1)(C) – Parentheses is were added around the letter “C” to maintain consistency through this and other section of these regulations.
§ 18464(a)(2) – The term “used and” is added and the term “and used” is deleted from this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18464(a)(2)(A) – Parentheses is were added around the letter “A” to maintain consistency through this and other section of these regulations.

§ 18464(a)(2)(B) – Parentheses is were added around the letter “B” to maintain consistency through this and other section of these regulations.

§ 18464(a)(2)(C) – Parentheses is were added around the letter “C” to maintain consistency through this and other section of these regulations.
§ 18464(b) – The letter “S” in “Section” is capitalized to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations. The term “Board” is replaced by the term “Department” and “CIWMB” is replaced by “CalRecycle” to reflect the new departments name and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  The term “Section” is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  
§ 18466(a) – Language is deleted and replaced with detailed information to improve the Department’s ability to administratively impose civil penalties. Language is deleted and replaced with detailed information to improve the Board’s ability to serve process (legal documents) on used and waste tire haulers, used and waste tire generators , and end use facilities.
§ 18466(b) – The existing subsection is being re-numbered to subsection 18466(c). Language is deleted and replaced with detailed information to improve the Department’s ability to serve process (legal documents) on used and waste tire haulers, used and waste tire generators, and end use facilities. 
§ 18466(b)(1) – Language is added to identify personal service as a valid method of serving an accusation or complaint and all accompanying documents. Personal service is a valid method of service under these regulations; however, it was felt that more emphasis needed to be placed in the current regulations. 

§ 18466(b)(2) – It is sometimes difficult to serve respondents because they try to avoid service. Language is added to provide for substitute service, which is service on another member of respondent’s household or business and is a reliable and standard method of service in superior court proceedings (see California Code of Civil Procedures Section 415.20). 
§ 18466(b)(3) – It is sometimes difficult to serve respondents because they try to avoid service. Additionally, there is a need to serve respondents by certified mail at their last known address if the respondents have provided CalRecycle with a facility, business, or mailing address in their used and waste tire hauler registration application.  Language is added to clarify that administrative complaints and accusations may be served by certified mail on registered Waste Tire Haulers, Generators, or end-use facilities and that service may be proved by the certified mail receipts.  
§ 18466(b) – The term “Section” is added to this section to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations.  

Penalty Tables for Chapter 6, Article 8.5, Section 18464.  Penalty Table I: For Tire Haulers, Tire Generators, and End-Use Facilities – 
The following descriptions of violations are being amended in Penalty Table I:

· PRC Section 42951(b), the term “used or” is added and deleted from this section for clarification and consistency throughout these regulations.  

· The term “used or” is added and deleted from this section for clarification and consistency through these regulations.   References to Sections 42824 and 42834 are added to direct to the definitions of major and minor facilities. 
· PRC Section 42952(b), the term “used or” is added and deleted from this section for clarification and consistency throughout these regulations.  

· The term “used or” is added and deleted from this section for clarification and consistency through these regulations

· PRC Section 42953, the term “used or” is being added and deleted from this section for clarification and consistency throughout these regulations.  

· The term “used or” is added and deleted from this section for clarification and consistency through these regulations.  The term “Code” is added to provide emphasis.
· PRC Section 42956, the term “used or” is added and deleted from this section for clarification and consistency throughout these regulations.  

· PRC Section 42956(c), the term “used or” is added and deleted from this section for clarification and consistency throughout these regulations.
· PRC Section 42961.5, the term “CTL” is added and the term “Comprehensive Trip Log” is deleted from this section for clarification and consistency throughout these regulations.  

The following violations are being added to Penalty Table I:

· Section 14 CCR 18459.3(b) is being added to the penalty table for failure to retain records for three years and/or failure to have records be made available at the site during normal working hours for inspection and photocopy with a first offense fine of $100-$500, second offense fine of $500-$1,000, and a third and subsequent offense fine of $1,500-$2,500. 
· Section 14 CCR 18451(a) is being added to the penalty table for failure to comply with the requirements of Article 8.5 Registration and Manifesting Requirements when not specified in Penalty Table I or II with a first offense fine of $500-$1,000, second offense fine of $1,000-$2,000, and a third and subsequent offense fine of $2,000-$3,000.  
· Section 14 CCR 18456.4 is being added to the penalty table for failure to abide by the requirements of the Temporary Registration of Alternative Vehicles with a first offense fine of $100-$500, second offense fine of $500-$1,000, and a third and subsequent fine of $1,500-$2,500.  
· Section 14 CCR 18461(b) or (c) is being added for failure to comply with the requirements of this section for completion of the “Unregistered Hauler & Comprehensive Trip Log Substitution Form” (CIWMB CalRecycle Form 204) with a first time offense of $100-$500, and a second offense fine of $500-$1,000, and a third and subsequent offense fine of $1,500-$2,500.
The term “PRC” is deleted and “Public Resources Code” is added to the title of Penalty Table II to maintain consistency to this and other sections of these regulations. 

Appendix A
The following forms are being adopted into the regulations and have been incorporated by reference:
Form CIWMB CalRecycle 682 (01/08) “Notification of Use of Temporary Registration Certificate” – The use and information pertaining to this form is described in Section 18456.4.  The form is being adopted to provide the necessary information to determine a temporary certificate is being used in accordance with 18456.4. Language is added to the form that includes a statement to remind the user that penalties may incur if the hauler fails to abide by the requirements as outline in Section 18456.4.
Form CIWMB CalRecycle 241 (01/08) (07/07) “Application for Agricultural/Common Carrier Exemption Letter” – The form is identified in Section 18453 18543. The form is being adopted to provide the information pertaining to the request to become an exempted hauler.  Portions the information to be entered on this form are consistent with the information asked for on the Waste Tire Hauler Application (CIWMB CalRecycle 60 (01/08).  This includes business name, address, etc. Under previous regulations, this information was required to be submitted to the Board Department in a letter requesting for the exemption.  Completing the application form will help ensure that required information is provided by the Agricultural and/or Common Carrier Used and Waste Tire Hauler.  The conditions specified on the form application indicate that the Agricultural and/or Common Carrier Used and Waste Tire Hauler must comply with sections 42954(a)(5) and 42954(a)(6) of the Public Resources Code and 18453 of Title 14, California Code of Regulations.  The “penalty of perjury” is consistent with Section 18453 and PRC Section 42954(a)(5) and 42954(a)(6). 
The following forms are being amended into the regulations and have been incorporated by reference:

Form CIWMB CalRecycle 60 (01/08) (01/09) “Waste Tire Hauler Registration Application” – The form is identified in Sections 18454, 18455, 18456, 18456.1, 18456.2, 18456.3, 18456.4, 18457.   Language is added to the form The form is being amended to add language to notify the waste tire hauler of the following:  
1. Their social security number may be used by CIWMB CalRecycle for purposes of enforcement and penalty collection. 
2. This section does not apply to limited liability companies, corporations, or political subdivisions. 
3. Failure to have all vehicles be registered with Department of Motor Vehicles, and failure to ensure all drivers maintain a valid driver’s license shall be cause for punitive action and/or denial, revocation, or suspension of the waste tire hauler registration.  
Language that refers to the prospective end use facilities for disposal, recycle and storage is being removed from the application, as this information can be tracked with the current manifesting system.  Language is being added to the waste tire hauler application to emphasize that when requesting for the temporary certificate waste tire hauler must comply with Section 18546.4, and that failure to abide by the requirements may result in fines and potential loss of the temporary certificate.  

Changes and/or modification to the application (CIWMB CalRecycle Form 60) include:

· The term “TPID” is added to the CalRecycle Use Only Box to help identify the application.

· The term “Business Name, Owner or” is added to the check box from the line “Change in Vehicle Ownership”, for clarity to help identify the registered owner of the used and waste tire haulers vehicles for inspection purposes. The word “Business” is removed from the line “Change in Business Vehicle Ownership”, for clarity to help identify the registered owner of the used and waste tire haulers vehicles for inspection purposes. 
· The term “Facility Address, Mailing Address or Phone Number” is added and the term “Business Ownership, Address and/or Name” is deleted from the check box to allow for any changes in address and phone number. The word “Address is added to the line “Change in Business Ownership and/or Name” for consistency.  

· Item number 1 on the form has been changed to “Name of Business” for clarity.

· The existing number 2 is being re-numbered to 4.

· Item number 2 has been added to request the type of business to further clarify on the type of organization submitting the application. 

· The existing number 3 is being re-numbered to 5.
· Item number 3 adds language to specify the exact location of the used and waste tire hauler vehicles and tire storage. the phrase “The location of the business including where the vehicles are stored” to specify the exact location of the used and waste tire hauler vehicles.
· The existing number 4 is being re-numbered to 6.

· Item number 4 adds the titles “Individual, CEO, President, Managing Partner(s)” to further clarify the position of the person submitting the application.

· The existing number 5 is being re-numbered to 7.
· Item number 5 adds the word “Manager” and deletes the word “Operator” to distinguish the owner from another party who may have authority to submit an application on behalf of the organization.

· The existing item number 6 is being removed from the application and has been replaced by the new item number 3. 

· The existing item number 7 is being re-numbered to 11.

· The language in item number 9, which makes reference to the prospective end use facilities for disposal, recycle and storage, is being removed from the application, as the information can be tracked with the current manifesting system. 

· The new item number 9 is being added to request information on any disciplinary action taken against the used or waste tire hauler.  The information will demonstrate the integrity of the applicant and their intentions for obtaining the registration. 

· Item number 10 adds additional language to emphasize the importance of the applicant to provide correct information when completing an application for a waste tire hauler registration.  

· The return address name is changed to correspond to the current section and division.

· Language is being added to the waste tire hauler application to emphasize that when requesting the temporary certificate, the waste tire hauler must comply with Section  18456.4 18546.4, to discourage the misuse of the temporary certificate.  
Form CIWMB 61 (01/08) (02/02) “Waste Tire Hauler Bond” – This form is identified in Sections 18454, 18456, and 18456.1.  The form is being amended to add the term “used and waste” has been added to the form to maintain consistency with the language in the regulations.  The language “Tire Hauler Compliance Section, Compliance Evaluation and Enforcement Division” is added and the language “Waste Tire Branch, Special Waste Division, Waste Tire Hauler Program” is deleted from the form to indicate the section and division’s new name.  

The following forms are being amended to change the form name from “CIWMB” to “CalRecycle” to reflect the new departments name and to maintain consistency throughout this and other sections of these regulations:
