Concepts to be covered 
include the organic components of the waste stream, the 
basics of separating and collecting organics, the basic 
principles of composting, and markets for diverted or­
ganic materials. The course will cover the importance of 
benefi cial reuse of organics, reasons for diverting organ­
ics, principles and practices of composting, and other 
organic waste diversion methods, and a review the major 
markets or diverted organics.
